Saturday Holidays
Part-Time CSEA & PEF - only those employees eligible to observe holidays and who are normally scheduled or directed to work on the Friday, preceding a Saturday holiday (when Saturday is a pass day) will be credited with holiday compensatory time.
Part-Time UUP – employees eligible to observe holidays will be credited with holiday compensatory time.
Full Time - UUP, CSEA, PEF, M/C, Council 82 & NYSCOPBA employees who are eligible to observe holidays and for whom Saturday is a regularly scheduled day off (Pass Day) will be credited with Holiday compensatory time. 
Floating Holidays - CSEA, PEF, and M/C 
· Employees who are eligible to observe holidays and work on Election Day and/or Lincoln's Birthday will be credited with a floating holiday. 
· Full-time employees for whom Election Day and/or Lincoln's Birthday are pass days, will be credited with a floating holiday. 

· Eligible Part-time employees will be credited with a floating holiday if they are regularly scheduled to work, or are directed to work on Election Day, and/or 
**Lincoln’s Birthday, (See Saturday holiday rules).
UUP 

· Election Day is a fixed holiday. 

· The day after Thanksgiving is observed as a holiday. 

· Lincoln's Birthday is not an observed holiday.
