» It was the largest in
Virginia since a 5.9
temblor in 1897. The
largest East Coast quake
on record was a 7.3 in
South Carolina in 1886.
» A 5.8 earthquake
releases as much ener-
gy as 8 kilotons of TNT,
about half the size of the
atomic bomb dropped on
Hiroshima in 1945.

» In comparison, the

9.0. That Japanese earth-
guake released 63,095
times more energy than
the Virginia one.
