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University Celebra tes Year of Comm unity Service to 
Aid Others, Enrich Itself

In an ongoing effort to build a sense 
of community around the University at 
Stony Brook campus and its surrounding 
areas, President Shirley Strum Kenny 
pronounced 2001 to be the Year of 
Community Service. 

"The purpose of the YOCS is to 
recognize and initiate community 
service projects by the students of the 
Stony Brook community," said 
Kaedrea Jackson, Polity vice president 
and undergraduate co-chair of the 
yearlong project. 

Manny London, associate provost 
for enrollment management at the 
university and administrative co-chair 
of the project also pointed out that the 
Year of Community Service was made 
to coincide with the United Nation's 
International Year of the Volunteer. 

"Service learning is an important 
part of a person's education - that is, 
learning how to volunteer and making 
volunteering an integral part of one's life, 
as a means of enriching one's own life 
as well as the lives ,of other," London 
said. 

Although the theme officially kicked 
off last semester, the spring will bring a 
slew of related activities and events. 

As part of the project, the film "Me 
and Isaac Newton" will make its 
premiere March 27 at 7 p.m. in the Staller 
Center's Main Stage. 

The documentary by director 
Michael Apted (Coal Miner's Daughter 

and Gorillas in the Mist) features seven 
of today's top scientists, including 
USB's own Patricia Wright, 
anthropology professor, and explores 
their scientific inspirations, their 
personal thoughts and their 
professional obligations. 

Wright is one of the scientists who 
tells her story. A former teacher and 
housewife, Wright bought an owl 
monkey as a pet. Her fascination with 
the animal prompted her to venture to 
South America to study monkeys. 
There she began a preserve in 
Madagascar, and in the process saved 
a rainforest and helped a village 
become self-sufficient. 

Wright will introduce the film and 
will field questions afterward. Free 
tickets are available today Monday, 
February 26 at the Staller Center Box 
Office. 

In March, USB students will 
launch a fundraising campaign to help 
build a house for needy families with 
the nonprofit organization Habitat for 
Humanity. The university also will 
host two Habitat for Humanity days, 
March 21 and April 21, where USB 
students will volunteer their help to 
the organization. 

Another highlight of the project 
is the April 4 visit of author Paul Loeb.

We all have two inclinations: one for good and one for bad. 
It's like we hhve these two voices always involved in our 
decision making process. Sometimes, its easy to decipher 
which voice to follow, for one is obviously coming from 
selfishness, our "bad inclination". Other times it can be 
quite confusing, for they both seem equally "good". Such 
was the dilemma of Rabbi Menachem Nachum, the Rebbe o 
Chernobyl. He was very poor and was forever pressed to 
feed his household. One day he was presented with a gift of 
300 rubles. Soon after, a Chassid came to seek the Rebbe's 
advice. He was deeply in debt and in dire financial straights. 
When the Rebbe heard that the Chassid's needs amounted to 
exactly 300 rubles, he concluded that the 300 ruble gift was 
not destined for his own family, but rather, for this man. 
"However," the Rebbe related, "as soon as I decided to give 
away the 300 rubles, another thought entered my mind: Is it 
proper to give the entire sum to a single individual? Why, 
such an amount could support at least six families! I found 
myself in a dilemma. Both options seemed righteous. Upon 
contemplation, I came to recognize that these two options 
were coming fiom two 'voices' within me, and the argument 
to divide the money among a number of families was not 
coming from the good voice. For if this was indeed my 
'good inclination', why didn't he speak up immediately? 
But no, this voice spoke within me only after I decided to 
give away the entire sum! This gave him away. For when I 
first assumed that the entire sum was meant for me- he was 
silent. Only after, when I was about to give it away, did he 
wake up. Obviously, he did not say, 'Keep the money!' - oh 
no, he knew that I would recognize such a desire as selfish 
and reject it immediately. So instead he comes with an 
utterly pious and logical suggestion- anything to prevent me 
from doine the right thing!" 
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Linking U p  
Campus Internet System Getting Ready for 
Upgrade in Response to Student Complaints'

Five years ago Sfony Brook began their 
commitment to high-speed lnternet access, offering 
high-speed connections throughout the campus. 
Since then, the number of computers using the 
Internet at Stony Brook has increased exponentially, 
from 2,000 last semester to a near 4,200 this spring, 
brfnging the network to near capacity. 

Many students like, Hasan Rizvi, lament, "I have 
a cable modem at home, and the internet on campus 
is just a lot slower." 

According to Behzad Barziadeh, head of 
network operations on campus, many complaints 
like Masan's will disappear in the weeks to come. 
Barziadeh is responsible for installing a faster 
Internet connection that will supposedly triple the 
current Internet bandwidth. 

"We're upgrading the T3 lines, which operate 
at 45  mega-bits per second to a newer OC3 
connection," Barziadeh said. "[This] will operate 
at 155 mega-bits per second. We hope to be 
testing this new connection by the end of next 
week." 

Stony Brook and other universities, including 
Cornell, NYU, Columbia and SUNY Binghamton, 
have a contract with a group of companies that 
make up NYCERNET. Stony Brook deals with ' 
Applied Theory, a subsidy of NYCERNET. 
Applied Theory owns the lines on which Internet 
data travels, between Stony Brook and 60th 
Street, in Manhattan. Stony Brook currently has 
an arrangement with Verizon to provide on- 
campus Internet connections via Applied Theory 
lines. When Stony Brook makes the switch from 
T3 to OC3 in the coming weeks, that arrangement 
will change significantly. 

"We knew we had to upgrade our connection. 
When Cablevision offered us a contract that was 
less expensive than those of similar carriers, like 
Verizon, we took advantage of the opportunity," 
explained Chief Information Officer Richard Reeder. 

This switch from Verizon to Cablevision began 
six months ago, when Reeder approved of such a 
change.

Buildings in Roth Quad and Schomburg apartments will 
be getting new fiber to make a faster connection. 

To help speed up connections to the Internet, the University has switched its carrier from Verizon to Cablevision. 

"This new network not only offers us better 
bandwidth, but. the complications of the older 
network will be eliminated," Reeder added. 

The complication Reeder referred to concerns 
the network infrastructure, whose lines currently 
travel from Deer Park, to Garden City, and inevitably 
Manhattan's 60th Street.  Problems with the 
infrastructure have led to downed campus Internet 
service in the past. Reeder said he felt confident that 
Stony Brook's current capacity levels, running from 
80-90 percent during a typical week, would drop 
significantly once the upgrade was in place, to a 
figure closer to 30 percent. 

Reeder noted that the new Cablevision Internet 
connection would provide students with a direct 
connection between the campus and New York City, 
making network outages like the one on February 6 
less likely in the future. 

"When there is an outage on campus, it's almost 
always to the fault of Verizon and not our network 
operators," Reeder explained. 

He also suggested that some of the wiring 
upgrades taking place would explain bad Internet 
speeds students like Hasan have been forced to deal 
with. 

"We're adding more fiber to the Roth Quad and 
Schomberg apartment buildings this semester, whose 
residents have been sharing bandwidth that's slower 
than that at other Quads," Reeder said. The Kelly 
Quad, Reeder pointed out, shared a similarly slow 
bandwidth, and that its fiber upgrades would be 
taking place in a matter of months, but that the details 
for their installation remain to be resolved. A 
construction problem prevents Reeder from enabling 
faster Internet connections at the Chapin apartment 
buildings. They are looking into,methods of alternate 

connections there, such as DSL or Cable modems. 
Barziadeh stressed that when you consider the 

4,300 computers on the student network, and the 
small portion of money dedicat'ed to Internet services 
on campus - by his estimates 10 percent of 'he $100 
technology fee each student pays per semester - 
that the Internet service on campus is still "pretty 
good." 

~ a r z i a d e h  went on to say that "speed is in the 
eye of the beholder." Students like Hasan pay $50 
per month for high speed Internet connections at 
home, while the amount a Stony Brook student pays 
on campus is "significantly less."

The Polity Senate voted unanimously to impeach 
Jonnel Doris, Polity president, Renee Johnson, Polity 
treasurer, and Andy Auguste, Student Polity Activities 
Board chairperson, Wednesday night. The Student 
Judiciary will now decide the matter. 

In voting for impeachment, the Senate accepted 
the recommendation of the committee investigating the 
Student Polity Activities Board. 

The committee recommended impeaching 
Auguste because of "various infractions of Student 
Polity regulations and gross negligence of the 
responsibilities of the position which he holds," 
according to a prepared statement read by Gina 
Fiore, the committee chairperson. The committee 
considered Doris and Johnson "a party to all 
infractions of SPAB" according to Fiore's statement. 

After Fiore read the findings, Christopher Balk, 
also a member of the committee, proposed the Senate - A 

go into "executive session," where all non-senators 
must leave the room. The Senate remained in 
executive session for one hour. Afterward, the Senate 
voted to accept the committee's finding, including 
the recommendations for impeachment,and to turn 
the matter over to the Student Judiciary forjudgment. 

On Feb. 7, the Senate voted to form the committee 
to investigate SPAB's $250 allocation to Minister David 
Muhammad. Muhammad was to give a lecture on the 
Feb. 7. Members of Polity cancelled the event because 
of its perceived religious nature. Polity cannot fund 
events with overt religious content. 

During its investigation, the committee found 
several incongruities within the records of SPAB. The 
most significant were records showing nine different 
people interchangeably approving allocations of money 
throughout the fall semester of 2000. Polity rules allow 
only three people to authorize allocations: the 
organizations president, vice president, and treasurer, 
according to Balk. 

After accepting the committee's findings, the 
Senate made the folIowing allocations: $50,000 to the 
End of Year Event planning committee, $15,000 to the 
Commuter Student Association, $5,700 to the Minority 
Planning Board, $2,000 to the En Accion newspaper, 
and $1,935 to Club India. The Senate voted against a 
proposal for $15,000 to the Senior Activities board. The 
Senate also voted against a proposal for $2,500 for the 
Senate itself. The money was for "Advertising, Food, 
etc." according to a list of requested allocations 
distributed at the senate meeting. 

Most of the Senate's budget derives from the 
$86.50 student-activity-fee charged to most students 
each semester. The money for the above allocations 
comes from a surplus due to greater than expected 
enrollment during the previous academic year. Polity's 
budget for the current academic year is $2.2 million. 

The Polity Senate will meet next on Feb. 28 at 8:30 
p.m. in the Student Union bi-level.

"2) We the committee recommend the impeachment 
of Renee Johnson, Polity Treasurer, for material 
violations of the Student Polity Constitution in the form 
of interpreting the Constitution; and wrongful acts of 
substance in the following forms: (a) Violations of a 
legislative act passed by the Senate. (6) Circumventing 
the Senate by not informing it of her actions. (c) Being 
a party to all infractions of SPAB. 

"3) We the committee recommend the impeachment 
ofJonnel Doris, Polity President, for material violations 
of the Student Polity Constitution in the form of 

. interpreting the Constitution and wrongful acts of 
substance in the following forms: (a) Violations of a 
legislative act passed by the Senate. (b) Circumventing 
the Senate by not informing it of his actions. (c) 
Alienating a vast majority of his constituency in the 
approval of the lecture of Minister David Muhammad. 
(d) Being a party to all infractions of SPAB. 

"It was also decided that there needs to be changes 
made to the SPAB bylaws and the fundamental structure 
of the organization, in order for this kind of action to 
be avoided in the future.
