A Matter of Perspective 
UCC May Close Due to Lack of Staffing

There is yet another controversy on 
campus concerning the shutting down of 
a student-run organization. Recently, 

, 3TV's operations were temporarily cut 
off, inspiring an onslaught of criticism 
from outraged students. The latest con- 
flict, with the Uniti Cultural Center, has 
resulted in an enormous loss in its staff. 

The Uniti Cultural Center, a student- 
run group located on the first floor of the 
Roth Cafeteria, has been understaffed 
this fall semester because of the recent 
cancellation of the community service 
class, which provided students to work 
at the center. 

The class, formerly a part of the 
Africana Studies Department, was a three 
credit course open to approximately 13 
students per semester. According to 
Andy Auguste, president of the Center, 
it was a ~ o ~ u l a r  class. and it facilitated 
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the Center's operations. In order to earn 
the three credits, participating students 
ran programs out of the Center, organized 
activities, and provided a place for other 
students "to study, play cards, or just re- 
lax," Auguste said. "Now the Center 
cannot run as efficiently as we'd like and 
need it to." 

Two years ago, Auguste was en- 
rolled in the class and participated in the 
organization and execution of the 
Center's various programs, from nightly 
poetry discussions to Kwaanza celebra- 
tions, to drug education agendas. The 
Center, he said, was "always filled with 
people to help students and to answer 
questions." 

Now, Auguste has assumed the role 
of president for the second year in a row 
but to a vastly different organization. The 
AFS 283 class that once provided the 
Center with its staff has been deleted 
from the fall 1999 course bulletin. 

How could a class that seemingly 
accomplished many positive things for 
the campus have been pulled from the 
course booklet? The answer to that ques- 
tion lies with William McAdoo, chair of 
the Africana Studies Department. He 
made the decision to cancel the class af- 
ter attempting to review the Center's 
monthly reports, only to discover that 
they were never handed in. "For a year 
they refused to turn in the reports," he 
said. 

Eventually, according to both 
Auguste and McAdoo, a single report 
was turned in by the Center. "The Cen- 
ter did not serve the purpose of the class," 
McAdoo said. He contends that the sole 
design of the community service class 
was to "provide service to the campus

other responsibilities, so we can't be at 
the Center as much as we used to. There 
aren't enough of us anymore," he said. 

The Uniti Cultural Center, accord- 
ing to Auguste, is a organization that 
"makes students into leaders," and thus 
most of the current Center position hold- 
ers have other leadership roles on cam- 
pus and are busy with other responsibili- 
ties as well. "We are struggling to keep 
the doors open," Auguste said. 

McAdoo is firm in his belief that 
regardless of whether or not there is a 
class, there should be volunteers in the 
community willing to help out the Cen- 
ter. The lack of volunteers is proof 
enough for McAdoo that the Center was 
not doing its job of uniting the commu- 
nity. "This is not a class they have a right 
to have," said McAdoo. 

The Uniti Cultural Center is still 
currently -functioning on campus, but 
provides less programs and maintains 
more infrequent hours than it did last 
semester. Auguste is extremely frus- 
trated by what he calls "the administra- 
tion, faculty, and staff acting as road- 
blocks to the enhancement of the cam- 
pus." 



Special Olympics Held at SBU Last Weekend

The  rules  of the games  were  
simple. The goal was not to win, but 
to try, to experience but not to con- 
quer. No time was too slow and no 
distance was too short. This was the 
spir i t  that  governed  the Spec ia l  
Olympics, which were held at the 
S p ~ r t s  Complex yesterday. 

Much different from the games 
normally held in the Complex, the 
Spec ia l  Olympics  included such 
games as bowling, frisbee throwing 
and a bean bag drop. 

While few may remember the 
last time they were cheered on for 
s imply walking,  for  the  athletes  
competing in the Special Olympics, 
this was a feat worthy of shouts of 
encouragement and medals. They 
got just that during the 25 mete; 
walk, where participants competed 
for the best time. 

They also found cheers from the 
c rowd in t he  1 0  meter  s tandard  
wheelchair race and the 1 0  meter 
motorized wheelchair race, where 
wheelchair-bound athletes rolled to- 
wards the finish line, competing for 
the best time. 

In the bean bag drop, partici- 
pants were required to either throw 
or drop a bean bag on a designated 
target from pre-set distances. There 
was a larger target for less skilled 
athletes and a smaller one for ath- 
letes with better skills. 

The bowling competition had the 
athletes roll a plastic ball at pins, 
while successball had, them throw a 
variety of balls into a net on  the 
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The Special Olympics included two races for those in wheelchairs. 

floor. Their abilities determined the 
distance from the net. 

The athletes represented organi- 
zations from around the island, in- 
cluding the Maryhaven Center for 
Hope, United Cerebral Palsy, Devel- 
opmental Disabilities Institute, the 
Catholic Guardian Society and the 
Association for the Help of Retarded 
Children. 

Volunteers  f rom a rea  high 
schools, including Kings Park, Sa- 
chem and Westhampton schools ,  
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were assigned to athletes. Some of 
the volunteers earned extra credit for 
their classes, but most did it for fun. 
"It's just a wonderful experience to 
help out," said Kimberly Costa from 
Gelinas High School. Costa, along 
with four of her friends, was as- 
s igned  to  a whee lcha i r -bound  
woman who was unable to walk. Al- 
though they were unsure of her ail- 
ment, they were able to speak to her 
and see  that she was enjoying her- 
self. "We didn't feel sorry for her," 
said Limor Spector, "She was hav- 

believed they were enjoying them- 
selves, Silva wasn't sure of the de- 
gree to which the athletes under- 
stood what was going on. "They do 
to a certain point, but it really de- 
pends on the individual," he said. 

With a lunch provided by Taco 
Bell, volunteers and athletes sat in 
the  Union Ballroom w h e r e  a DJ 
played the latest hits. A circle of

Robert Silva from the Immediate 
Care Facility said that the Olympics 
was great but stressful. "They need 
constant supervision. Most of them 
have no conception of where they 
are or what to do next," said Silva. 

Struck with afflictions such as  
Down's and, Tourette's Syndrome, 
neurological impairments and mod- 
erate to severe mental retardation, 
Silva said that the fall Special Olym- 
pics are for the more severely dis- 
abled, while th.e games played in the

Dear Carolyn: 
Where can I find out about marriage counselors?

"Get help" is easier typed than done. When it 
comes to marriage counselors, psychotherapists and a 
specialist for your (OK, my) debilitating shoe addic- 
tion, the usual option-asking around-suddenly isn't 
so palatable an option. But neither is gathering up your 
private agony and hitting the Yellow Pages. 

Your first step should be to ask for a referral from 
a health professional you trust. Your regular doctor 
would be ideal, but anyope you've seen regularly and 
liked (on a professional and a gut level) would have 
the magic combination: familiarity with you, connec- 
tions to the health community and professionally man- 
dated tact. Some medical plans also offer confidential 
referrals. 

Of course, not everyone has his own personal 
Wonder Doc on speed-dial. 

So I asked a couples counselor, Chicago social 

worker Melissa Berler, to counsel me on other ways to 
seek her counsel. 

She says: 
First, make sure anyone you find is a licensed prac- 

titioner, and therefore continually held accountable to 
certain standards. Look for the following wall decor: 
There's AAMFT (Marriage and Family Therapy), M.D. 
(psychiatrist), Ph.D. (doctor of psychology) and LCSW 
(licensed clinical social worker). The American Medi- 
cal Association (www.ama-assn.org/aps/amahg.htm), 
American Psychological Association (80(3;964~2000) 
and National Ahsociation of Social Workers 
(www.naswdc.org) can provide names of members or 
will refer you to local chapters. 

Check area hospitals. Most have outpatient men- 
tal health centers where services are rendered on a slid- 
ing scale based on income. Clinicians there will be from 
a variety of educational backgrounds and all will be 
licensed. 

If it's the Yellow Pages or'nothing, steer away from 
individual clinicians. Look (under mental health) for 

agencies with "Family Service of ..." in the title or for 
Jewish and Catholic community mental health centers. 
They are usually religious in name only; the services 
are nondenominational. These types of agencies are 
not for profit, are accountable to boards, government 
contracts, etc., and have licensed clinicians. Typically 
these charge fees on a sliding scale based on income. 

Larger universities also tend to offer outpatient 
.services, and are accountable to the standards listed 
above. 

If you have school-age kids, the school social 
workers may be able to make some referrals. 1 

One more thing, from me: This will be an impor- 
tant relationship, so don't beat yourself up if you're 
not happy with the first person you see, or second, or 
third. But don't get weird about it, either.
