t ion  through t ime and space. This gives 
anthropology a w ide  reach and has 
resulted in the formation o f  three subdis- 
ciplines: social anthropology, archaeology, 
and physical anthropology. Social anthro- 
pology concentrates on modern human 
cul ture and behavior. Archaeology exam- 
ines cul tural  and behavioral var iat ion 
over time. Physical anthropology studies 
the  biological evidence for  human evolu- 
tion, encompassing everything f rom the  
study o f  modern non-human primates t o  
the  earliest stages o f  mammalian fossil 
evolution. The  objective o f  t he  anthropol- 
ogy  major  i s  t o  t r a i n  the  student in a l l  
three subdisciplines whi le allowing the  
student t o  concentrate on  any specific 
subdiscipline. 

Students w i t h  a major  in anthropology 
take several post-graduate paths. Some 
continue the i r  anthropology t ra in ing in 
graduate schools, many a t  t he  f inest 
graduate schools in the  country. Others 
pursue, fo r  example, medical school o r  
conservation studies. 

The undergraduate program introduces 
the student t o  the  general f ield o f  anthro- 
pology, i t s  branches, i t s  theories and 
methods, and i t s  relation t o  the  other 
social sciences, t he  humanities, and the 
natural  sciences. The  curriculum empha- 
sizes t he  fields o f  cul tural  and social 
anthropology, archaeology, and physical 
anthropology, and includes offerings in 
medical anthropology. Students o f ten  
have the  opportuni ty t o  pursue course 
w o r k  in any o f  t he  three fields in different 
cul tural  settings.

Outdoor phystcal education and ath- 
leticfacilitles extend over 25 acres and fea- 
ture the 2,000-seat Seawolves Field, which 
houses the football and lacrosse teams. The 

soccer complex contains two tree-lined. 
fenced-in fields and 1s used exclusively by 
the varsity soccer teams. The baseball and 
softball fields have both been recentlyreno- 
vated and contain modern dugouts and 
new 28-foot scoreboards. In addition to 
the new scoreboards erectedat baseball and 
softball in 1995, Seawolves Fleld and the 
soccer complex also received new 
scoreboards. 

In 1999, Stony Brook's athletic facili- 
ties played host to the 1999 Empire State 
Games, marking the first time the Games 
have taken place on Long Island. 

Stony Brook will continue to keep im- 
proving its athletic venues with the move 
to Division I. Construction is anticipated
