term and to give birth. In 1938, Sir Charles Dodds, working at
his laboratory in England, synthesized a female hormone (estrogen)
called DES ---which stands for di—ethyl——stil122f—trol. DES
over the next few decades was hailed as a "wonder drug'" and was
prescribed for treatment of breast cancer in women and for
treatment of prostate cancer in men. And it was gilven to women
believed to be in danger of miscarriages. Ironically, this
drug, givaqfx>%mlp save the baby? was shown as early as 1953
to be 1neffective in preventing miscarriage. Even more tragically,
DES was connected by 1971 to a rare form of vaginal cancer
in young women who had been exposed, while in their mothers'
wombs, to DES. These women have been called "DES Daughters."
