Telephone Registration Instructions 

A. If you are registering for courses or adding new selections to your registration, please be ready with the 8 
digit codes for those courses. These consist of a 3 digit department call number (listed on the next page and 
throughout the schedule), a 3 digit course number, and a 2 digit section number.(section 1 would be 01} . . 

Example: AMS 102 section 4 would be 12010204 

B. Oial (631) 632-1100 (refer to the Telephone Registration Schedule on the previous page for your first 
opportunity to register). For all transactions, wait until the system is finished speaking to enter your 
response. Be patient, the system may be slow to respond when it is processing numerous NqueMa 
simultaneously. Touch 1 to identify yourself as a touch-tone caller. 

C. Enter your Stony Brook 10 number (9 digits; usually your Social Security number). Students with 10 
numbers beginning with USB should enter 872 followed by the remaining 6 digits of their 10 number. 
Students with 10 numbers beginning with FOR should enter 367 followed by the remaining 6 digits of their 10 
number. 

O. Enter your six digit Personal Identification Number (PIN). Your PIN number is initialized to your date of birth 
(e.g., February 9,1973 would be 020973). We encourage you to change your PIN number at your earliest 
convenience since birth date is not very secure. 

E. If you are not eligible to register you will hear instructions relating to your particular situation. 

F. Once the system recognizes you as eligible to register, you may select from among the following choices. 
Listen carefully and respond. All necessary instructions will be read to you. 
1 - to create your initial registration for this semester. 
2 - to add courses after having registered previously. 
3 - to drop courses after having registered previously. 
4 - to change sections. 
5 - to add or remove the Pass/No-credit grading option. 
6 - to hear your sche(iule, meeting times and locations. 
7 - to change your· PIN number. 

G. After all the information has been entered, press the pound key (#) to receive 
a confirmation of your transactions.

What is full-t~e or part-t~e status? 
Whether you are full-time or part-time is determined at the end of the add/ drop period. At that time, if you are 
registered for 1-11 credits, you are part-time; if you are registered for 12 credits or more, you are full-time. You 
must be full-time to receive most forms 9f financial aid. It is your responsibility to determine in' advance how 

changing your enrollment status will affect your financial aid. 

What about prerequisites? 
Instructors assume you come into their courses having completed the mandatory prerequisites. You can have done 
this in three ways: by taking the prerequisite course; by transferring a comparable course; or through knowledge 
acquired by other means. Instructors have the option to de-register you if you do not have the proper prerequisites. 

Policies on prerequisites differ by department. If you want to take a course but have not completed the prerequisites, 
you should speak to the department offering the course. 

What are crosslisted courses? 
These are regularly scheduled undergraduate courses that are sponsored by two departments. You may register 
under either department's deSignator. 

When is the writing placement exam given? 
The Writing Placement Examination is scheduled to be given Wednesday, November 7,2001,7:00-9:00 pm, 
in Social and Behavioral Sciences, room N31O.' Students should sign up for the exam in advance in the Writing' 
Center, Humanities, room 198, and should bring a student ID and #2 pencil to the exam.

and a pencil. The first part of the exam is the test for basic competence in mathematics for students who did not 
satisfy this requirement before enrolling at Stony Brook. A score of level 3 or higher satisfies Skill 1 Basic 
Mathematics Competence. 

Foreign language proficiency examination~, for students planning to satisfy the entry skill in foreign language 
by examination, are usually offered by the language departments early in the semester. If you are planning to satisfy

The following replaces the text under "Double Degrees" on 
page 72 of the 2001-2003 Under8raduate Bulletin . 

Qualified students may be granted permission to earn 
double degrees at the undergraduate level only if one of the 

majors is specified as a professional or clinicaJ program, is ~ 
externally accredited, and the total number of credits 
completed for the two degrees is at least 144. 

Only the following currently offered professional or clinical 
undergraduate programs are considered to be degree 
programs: 

• Bachelor of Engineering degree programs in 
bioengineering, engineering science, electrical 
engineering, computer engineering and 
mechanical engineering; 

• Bachelor of Science degree in nursing; 

• Bachelor of Science degree in social welfare; 

• Bachelor of Science degree programs in clinical 
laboratory sciences, cytotechnology, occupational 
therapy, physician assistant, and respiratory care. 

Students who are planning to complete the majors in 
biology and in either clinical laboratory sciences or 
cytotechnology should note that these programs will lead 
only to a double major, not a double degree. 

Students who are planning to complete a bachelor of 
science degree in nursing or a bachelor of sci~nce degree in 
social work and any other major should note that these 
programs will lead only to a double degree , not a double 
major . 

Students must be formally admitted to each unit granting 
the degree and have written approval from the dean of each 
college.

. Bioengineering (BME) 
new major 
The Department of Biomedical Engineering offers the 
major in bioengineering, leading to the Bachelor of 
Engineering (B.E.) degree. The program is designed to 
provide an engineering education along with the necessary 
background in the biological and physical sciences, and to 
enhance the development of skills of creativity and 
collaboration through study of a specialization within the 
field of bioengineering. Teamwork and co~munication 
skills are strongly emphasized. Students learn to understand 
the impact of engineering solution's in a global and societal 
context, especially where these solutions interface directly 
with the realm of the biological sciences. Graduates are . 
prepared for entry into professions in biomedical 
engineering, biotechnology, pharmaceuticals, and medical 
technology, or for continued study in such graduate 
programs such as including business, engineering, law, and 
medicine. 

To provide this .intensive undergraduate experience, core 
courses have been developed by the biomedical engineering 
faculty to provide depth within the broad field of 
bioengineering. These courses are integrated with, and 
rely upon, cours~ offerings from both the College of 
Engineering and Applied Sciences and the College of Arts 
and Sciences. In order to achieve the breadth of 
engineering experience expected of bioeJ;lgineering 
graduates from Stony Brook, additional elective courses 
from the College of Engineering and Applied Sciences are 
reqUired of all bioengineering students. 

Acceptance into the Major in Bioengineering 
Freshman and transfer applicants who have specified their 
interest in the bioengineering major may be accepted 
directly into the major upon admission to the University. 

. Applicants admitted to the University but not immediately 
accepted into an engineering major may apply for 
acceptance on an ongoing basis, based on a student visit or a 
request to the director of the undergraduate program. 
Students in good academic standing may apply in any 
semester, but priority for admission to an engineering 
major is given to those students who have 1. completed 
MAT 132 and PHY 132 or their equivalents, 2. earned a 

g.p.a. of 3.0 or higher in all mathematics and physics 
courses ¥lith no more than one grade in the C range, and 3. 
received completed course evaluations for all transferred 
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courses that are to be used to meet requirements of the 
major. 

Requirements for the Major in 
Bioengineering (BME) 
The curriculum begins with a focus on basic mathematics 
and the natural sciences followed by courses that emphasize 
engineering science and bridging courses that combine 
engineering science and design. The'sequence of courses 
cu~minates with a one-year design experience that 
integrates the science, engineering and communication 
knowledge acquired. The core sequence, technical 
electives, and additional courses are chosen in consultation 
with a faculty advisor, taldng into consideration the 
particular interest of the student.

If you need assistance in meeting your educational expenses for the 2001·2002 academic year, you can still apply for financial aid. To begin the 
application process, you should: 

• Complete the 2001·2002 Ff" Application fOf Fadafal Stud ant Aid (FAFSA) and mail it to the federal processor. Please use Stony Brook's 
federal school code - 002838, and the correct name of the institution, SUNY at Stony Brook. You may also file online at www.fafsa.ed.gov. 

• Complete the 2001·2002 Express tuition A"i,tanc, Progfam Application (ETA). Apply first using the FAFSA; if you indicate that you are a 
New York State resident and list at least one New York State school, New York State Higher Education Services Corp. (HESC) will send an ETA to 
your permanent address. Send the completed ETA to HESC in Albany. Please use Stony Brook's state code - 0875 for undergraduate students and -
5430 for graduates. 

• Upon receipt of the data from your Stud ant Aid R.pllrt (the document you receive after filing a FAFSA) via electronic tape from the federal 
processor, the Office of Financial Aid and Student Employment will send you an award letter indicating the amount and type{s) of financial aid for 
which you qualify. Please review the Financial Aid Fact Sheet enclosed with the award letter for information about subsequent steps in 
the financial aid process. 

GRANTS 
Federal Pell Grants are available to matriculated undergraduates only. Eligibility is determined by a federal formula established by Congress that 
utilizes information filed in the student's FAFSA. Awards at Stony Brook will range from $400 to $3,750 for the 2001·2002 academic year. 

Tuition Assistance Program (TAP) grants are available to New York State residents who are enrolled full time as undergraduate or graduate 
students in an approved degree program. Awards at Stony Brook range from $100 to $3,425 for the 2001·2002 academic year. 

Federal Supplemental Educational Opportunity Grants (FSEOG) are awarded to undergraduate degree candidates' who have exceptional financial 
need. Awards range from $100 to $1,000. Funds are limited and students must apply early to receive consideration.

LOANS 
Subsidized Federal Stafford Loans are made available through participating lenders to matriculated undergraduate and graduate students who are 
enrolled at least half·time and demonstrate financial need. The federal government pays the interest while the student is enrolled at least half time and 
for six months after the student ceases to be enrolled. 
• Undergraduate annual limits: $2,625 (freshman), $3,500 (sophomore), $5,500 ijuniorlsenior) 
• Graduate annuililimit: $8,500 

Un subsidized Federal Stafford Loans are available to all matriculated undergraduate and graduate students who are enrolled at least half·time. 
• Dependent Undergraduate annual limits: the same as for the Subsidized Federal Stafford loan minus amounts borrowed under that program . 
., Independent Undergraduate annual limits: the same as for the Subsidized Federal Stafford loan 'minus' amounts borrowed under that program. 
In addition, students may borrow up to $4,000 annually for their first two years of study and $5,000 annually for their remaining years of study. 
• Graduate annual limit: the same as for the Subsidized Federal Stafford loan minus amounts borrowed under that program. In addition, students 
may borrow up to $10,000 for each year of graduate study. 

Federal Parent Loans for Undergraduate Students (PLUS) are accessible to parents of dependent undergraduate students. The annual loan limit is 
the .student's cost of education minus estimated financial aid. Applications are available at participating banks and the Office of Financial Aid and 
Student Employment. Both the FAFSA and PLUS application are required. If the PLUS loan is denied by the lender, the student may qualify to borrow 
Unsubsidized Federal Stafford loan funds. 

Federal Perkins Loans are awarded to matriculated students with demonstrated need. Interest is deferred while the student is enrolled at least half· 
time and for nine months after the student ceases to be enrolled. Awards at Stony Brook average $1,500 per year. Funds are limited and students 
must apply early to receive consideration. . 

WORK OPPORTUNITIES 
The Federal Work Study (FWS) and FWS Community Service programs provide employment opportunities to studentS who are enrolled at least 
haH time in an approved degree program. The amount of the award is based on the student's financial need. Funds are limited and students must apply 
early to receive consideration. 

To receive financial aid for the 2001 ·2002 academic year, you must follow through on all steps of the financial aid process: 
• Accurately complete applications and mail them to the appropriate processor in a timely manner. 
• Submit all requested documentation, including a completed award letter, to the Office of Financial Aid and Student Employment. 
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STONY BROOK UNIVERSITY BILLING & PAYMENT POLICY 
After registering for the Spring 2002 semester, all students will be sent a billing statement for tuition & fees with 
instructions for making payment. If the student does not receive a billing statement within 28 days after registration, it 
is the student's responsibility to contact Students Accounts at (631) 632·2455 for a bill and pay the full balance 
by the due date. 

• Students with outstanding balances will receive multiple statements throughout each semester. Each billing statement will 
list the amount due to the University. Tuition, fees, and other university charges assessed on each billing statement will 
be due in full by the due date appearing on your statement. Any unpaid charges from the previous statement, 
including accrued late fees, will be brought forward and additional charges, payments, and credits will be shown. 

• University billing statements are sent to the home address on file with the Office of Records. Billing statements 
for international students are sent to their local address. EVERY student is responsible for making sure that a 
correct address is on file and must inform the Records Office of any change of address. Failure to receive a bill due to 
an incorrect address will not be accepted as a reason for waiving late payment fees. . 

• The billing statement also will show and subtract any authorized deferments in the calculation of the amount due. These 
include Pell grants, Stafford loans, TAP and tuition awards. Students must have proof of approved aid, waivers, or 
scholarships in order to properly defer payment. Without satisfactory evidence to defer, students are expected to 
pay charges up front and wait for reimbursement when the aid, waiver or scholarship funds are actually 
received. Students should apply early for any financial aid they expect to use to pay their university bill. ' 

• Students are encouraged to join our Time Option Payment Plan as they wait for their financial aid to be finalized. 
• Students can always check their current student account balance by using the Automated Telephone System 

(631-632-1100 I option #4) or on the web through the SOAR option at http://ws.cc.sunysb.edulbursar/ or at the 
Billing window at the Student Accounts Office in the Administration lobby. 

Payment Instructions: Payments made by check or money order must be made payable to Stony Brook University, and 
sent to PO Box 619, Stony Brook, NY 11790. If paying by credit card, you may access our Automated Telephone System at 
(631 )-632-11 00 with a touch-tone phone to charge tuition & fees to VISA, Mastercard, Discover and American Express. Any 
payment that fails to clear is subject to a $20.00 handling fee and may be subject to a $30.00 late payment fee. 
Payments made by return mail should include the bottom portion of the statement (to ensure proper credit to the account), 
and sent in the return-addressed envelope provided with the bill. Mailed payments must be postmarked by the due date 
to avoid the late payment fee. Students are encouraged to pay by mail or by telephone in order to avoid lines at the Bursar. 
All payments should include your University 10 number for prompt and proper credit to your account. 

Late Payment Fee: Failure to pay the amount due by the due date will result in an automatic assessment of the incremental 
late payment fee of $30.00. Incremental late payment fees, up to $90 per semester, will be assessed on all accounts not 
completely paid' by the due dates indicated on each successive account statement., Pending firanclal aid or late financial 
aid applications will not be accepted as a reason to waive late payment fees. 

Time Option Payment Plan (TOPP): The Office of Student Accounts offers the Time Option Payment Plan which allows 
for the budgeting of tuition and fees expenses on a monthly basis. There is a processing fee to help defray the administrative 
expenses of the program. For further information, please call Student Accounts at (631) 632·2455. Enrollment forms are 
found in the Spring 2002 User's Guide, which are sent with the bills and also are available in the Student Services Center. 
The deadline for Spring 2002 enrollment in,the TOPP program Is February 15, 2002.
