HOW AND WHEN TO ENROLL IN CLASSES - SPRING 2006 
, 

EnrollmCtnt Appointments: Your enrollment appointment will be your first opportunity to begin enrolling for classes. 
Enrollment appointments are a date and time, determined by your class status, which is determined based on' credits earned 
prior to Fall 2005 and courses in-progress. You may enroll through the web via the SOLAR SYSTEM. You can continue 
registering any time after your appointment, up to the end of the add/drop period, during the hours of BAM to 11 PM. (See 
Academic Calendar for deadline dates). 

YoiJr enrollment appointment will be posted on your SOLAR web page at www.stonybroak.edu/solarsystem. Login to your 
SOLAR System account, go to the "Enrollment Appointment" link and view your enrollment appointment. Be sure to select the 
correct term(s) when attempting to view your appointmelJt, registration, academic information, etc.

Re-matrlcuiating Undergraduates From the College ot'Arts and Sciences & College of Business (who have not been in 
attendance for four semesters) must meet with an academic advisor. 
From the Cpllege of Engineering & Applied Sciences (who have not been in attendance for one semester) should visit the 
Registrar's Office to complete a "Re-matriculation form". ' Once this has b~en done, the student is required to meet with the 
academic advisor of their major. Re-matriclilating students will be able to begin enrolling as the Open Enrollment Period, 
January 16th

• Deadline for students to re-matriculate for the Spring 2006 semester is January 13, 2006. 

Non-matriculated Undergraduate Students (UO) will NOT be issued Enrollment Appointments. They will be 
eligible to register as of the Undergraduate OPEN ENROLLMENT PERIOD - Monday, January 16th

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"Tips on How to Process Registration Modifications": 

How do I get PERMISSION TO ENROLL in a closed or permission-required class? 
If the instructor is approving your request to add a course, the instructor will place your name and S8 10# on their 
"Permission to Enroll" form. The instructor returns the form to the department administrator who checks seat 
availability in the class. To check if permission has been granted, you must LOGIN to the SOLAR System and read 
your messages. The message will inclMe the course #, section #, class # and expiration date by which you must 
register. You must register for the class via the Solar System once your permission has been granted. If a . 
registration block prohibits you from registering, you must first clear up the block. If this causes you to exceed the 
expiration date, you must then return to the department. If seats are still available, the department simply has to 
change the expiration date to the permission previously issued. Permission will only be good up to the AddlOrop 
deadline. If the permission approved will EXCEED your permitted credit limit, you will not be able to register. You 
must then petition for an overload OR drop a course to keep you within your approved credits.

• How do I place myself on a course that uses the "system Waitlist option"? 

Not all departments use the waitlist function. Check the course class notes on the SOLAR System to determine if a 
course is using the SOLAR waitlist option. Students must place themselves on the '"waitlist" via SOLAR. Students 
should regularty check their position on waitlisted course(s). Students will receive a message when they have been 
registered from the waitlist. Students will not be able "to add" themselves to a waitlisted course after "day 5 of the 
term". Student will remain on the waitlist until the end of add/drop. The waitlist process runs daily. Students have 
the oppO,rtunity to register via the waitlist up through the add/drop deadline (Check the Academic Calendar). ~: 
If a seat becomes available, the system will automatically add your registration. 

Be Aware III If a student changes their mind and DOES NOT wish to be registered for the 
class waitlisted, student must drop them self from the waitlist. It is the student's 
responsibility to drop from the waitlist. If a student is registered directly from the waitlist, 
the student is responsible for tuition resulting from the registration. 

!Nora "Some Issues With the waitlist" 
Students are able to place themselves on a waitlist BUT "will not be registered" 
[!I: 
1. Student is registered for a course that is scheduled at the same time as the one they are wait/isted 

(or. Student will receive a message that there is a "time conflict" each time an attempt is made to 
register the student from the wait fist. 

2. If enrolling in this course will place you over the total allowed credits 
3. The student is attempting to move to a different section of the same course . . Student will receive a 

message indicating th,at the transaction was not processed and resulted in an attempt for "multiple 
enrollment' in the same course. 

Students faced with either of these scenarios are advised not to place themselves on the wa/fl/st 
but rather seek permission . from the department. \ 

• SECTION CHANGES: Students wishing to change sections for a permission-required or closed course section 
must do so through the academic department. The department. will provide you with permission to register into 
another section. The Student MUST DROP the section he/she is registered in BEFORE attempting to register for the 

. new section of the course. This section change must be processer;i by the published deadline (Chec.k the 
Academic Calendar for date). . . 

• . CREDIT CHANGES: . I 

Undergraduate students registered for variable credit, permission required courses, who have registered for the 
wrong number of credits, can have their credits adjusted by the Registrar's Office if they have been granted 
permission on the Solar System from the department. The Registrar's staff will check the system for the 
permission and update the registration based on the credits approved by the department, This credit change must 
be processed by the published deadline (Check the Academic Calendar for date). .

Automatic Waitlists 
Some. or all undergraduate courses in biology, 
chemIstry, computer science, electrical 
engineering, political science, economics and 
psychology will have an automatic waitlist 
excludingcrosslisted courses. You can ide~tify a 
course that has an automatic waitlist by the class 
note: "This course has an automatic waitlist." 
You should attempt to register for the course 
FIRST, even if you know it's closed, to find out if 
you'll have any problems getting in, su~h as time 
conflicts or overload of your allowed credit limit. 
You won't get into the class if you have problems. 
If all is clear, add yourself to the waitlist for the 
class by clicking the check box under "Waitlist 
OK ?" before you submit your registration 
request. A message telling you that you've been 
added to the waitlist will appear. 

If a spot opens up for which you are eligible, a 
message verifying that you have been enrolled will 
be posted to your Messages account on the 
SOLAR System. If you were passed over on the 
waitlist because of a time conflict or because you 
would exceed your maximum allowed credits 
you'll receive notification in the same way. y'ou 
have to correct the problem to be eligible for the 
next opening. If you no longer want to be on the 
waitlist, you must drop yourself from the waitlist 
just as you would drop a class.

Permission is required if the course is restricted to 
certain students or if the instructor or the 
department is keeping a waiting list. Most 
independent readings and research courses and 
teaching practicums also require permission. If you 
need permission at any point to register for a class, 
it will be noted in the class schedule. You should 
contact the department to receive permission to 
register. ' 

Once the department has granted permissian on 
the system, yau'll receive natificatian that yau can 
register-a message will appear when yau lag .onto 
the SOLAR system and, ifyau've maintained a 
current email address, yau'll receive email ' 
natificatian .of the message. After yau've been 
given permissian, yau'll be able ta register through 
the SOLAR system. 'Permissians have an 
expiratian date; this will be nated in the message. 
Be sure ta use the permissian by registering befare 
it expires.

Reserves 
Same caurses have the nate: "Some seats reserved 
far .... " Departments may reserve same seats in 
popular courses for students in their majors .or for 
seniars, among .others. When you search far a , 
caurse in the SOLAR System, yau may find that 
it's .open, but when yau try ta register, you're tald 
it's clased. This is because some seats are being 
reserved for certain students and only those seats 
are .open. Departments manitar enrallments clasely 
to ensure that seats in courses da not go unused.
