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Hello! Now that we're all settled into the new semester at
Southampton, I'd like for us to go over the proper
recvcling protocol to follow on campus. To help us reduce
our carbon footprint on campus, we recycle a wide variety
of items including some basics. Werecvcle#s 1 (PETE)
and 2 (HDPE) plastic, metal and aluminum cans, and
green, brown and clear container glass. When recvcling
bottles and cans, please rinse them and flatten them before
placing them in our bins. Glass should not be flattened. If
the container has a cap, please replace it after flattening.
This helps to maintain a sanitary environment for our staff.
We also recycle mixed paper and corrugated cardboard. When recycling paper, we ask
that vou onlv recvcle paper that is clean and drv. Please flatten vour boxes before
recvcling them to save space. Coffee cups are not recvclable.
