Susie Orbach
Doctor of Letters

Susie Orbach, a Stony Brook alumna, has played a major role in the devel-
opment of feminist psychotherapy and women’s health issues in Europe and
the United States.

Orbach is the author of seven books, and was also a co-founder of the
Women’s Therapy Center in London in 1976, the pre-eminent clinic of its
kind in Great Britain. In 1981 she co-founded the Women’s Therapy Center
Institute in New York, a post-graduate training institution. Her 1981 book
Fat Is a Feminist Issue was a best-seller, and laid the foundation for the now-
extensive scholarly literature on women and eating disorders. Her book
Hunger Strike, published in 1986, focuses on eating disorders and how they
relate to wider social issues. She has also explored emotional dependency,
intimacy, love, envy, and competition in her book Understanding Women.
This book blends work on gender identity, object relations, and feminist the-
ory to improve women’s psychological development.

As a pioneer in the field of feminist psychotherapy, a Stony Brook alum-
na, and currently therapist to British royalty, Susie Orbach can claim a place
of international significance. Her return to the State University at Stony
Brook to accept this honorary degree brings full-circle the career that
began here on Long Island.
