Last season the Varsity Basketball Team compiled
a record of 5 wins and 14 losses. Although the team
did not play up to par, the losses can somewhat be
accounted for by the quality of the opposition. In
addition, two star players played only half a season.
Joel Pitagorsky played only the first half, but de-
spite this, “Pitt” scored 197 points and made the
Knickerbocker Conference second team, the first SUSB
player so honored. Jack Mandel missed the first half
of the season, but came back to spark the team with
167 points including a record 28 vs. Ft. Schuyler and
57 assists.

Freshman starter Bill Stokes, the team’s Most Valu-
able Player, proved to be invaluable with his con-
sistency. Another starter, Jeff Kagel, also a freshman,
led the team in rebounding while playing solid all
around ball. High scorer (240 points) Ted Eppenstein
was voted the Most Improved Player by his team-
mates and was an indispensable scorer and rebounder.

Captain Larry Hirschenbaum sparked the team with
his hustle and defense as he played clutch basket-
ball in the last five games. Dave Schiffer provided
needed scoring in the second half of the year includ-
ing three twenty point performances. Mike Leahy, Dave
Burstein, and Larry Neuschaefer all added depth to
the team with clutch performances.

Next year's prospects for Coach Herb Brown'’s squad
look good since seven returnees scored over 100
points.

The team’s best performances were in their last
three games. In their best display of teamwork to
that point the Warriors routed Fort Schuyler 89-65!
Following that, the Warriors handily defeated favored
Brooklyn College 85-67 with a balanced attack. In
the season’s last game against New York Institute of
Technology, the Warriors determinedly fought back
from a 15 point half-time” deficit with a 55 point
second half to lose by only 4 points, 84-80, getting
twenty point performances from Jack Mandel, Ted Ep-
penstein, and Larry Hischenbaum.




After winning their first three
games, the Junior Varsity Basketball
Team lost eleven of the last twelve.
These were not due to poor per-
formance but rather to the fact that
there were many injuries and chang-
es. Ricky Firestone and Pat Garahan
were both unable to play for most
of the season as a result of severe
injuries. At the same time, a top
player Frank Bass was moved up fo
the Varsity squad, causing a shortage
of men for the Junior Varsity. After
all these difficulties, the team could
not get back on the winning track
and ended with a disappointing sea-
son.

The leading scorer was Mike San-
toli, pouring in 157 points for a 13-1
average. Close behind was Pat Gara-
han with 153 points. The biggest sur-
prise on the team was Alan Epstein
who did not start at the beginning of
the season but developed rapidly into
the third highest scorer and the lead-
ing rebounder. Alan had the best
game of the season scoring 25 points
and getting over 20 rebounds against
Brooklyn College.

Special mention must be given
Coach Lenny Ginsberg who did a
great job in leading the Junior Varsity
Team despite all the unforeseen prob-
lems they encountered.
