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Chalking on
College Campuses

Walking down West 4th and
Broadway, around New York
University's Tisch School of Arts,
brightly colored words on the
sidewalks divert ones attention
from the traffic on the streets to
the slogans on the pavement. With
phrases such as "40 million people
are dying ofHIV/AIDS" as well as
other controversial advertisements
to boost support for protests and.
rallies, chalking has become a
medium by which college students
around the country are utilizing to
encourage social activism, as well
as a cheap marketing tool to adver-
tise events.

However, this new fad is rarely
seen on Stony Brook's expansive,
suburban campus. Chalking is
prohibited on this campus.

According to the University
Student Conduct Code, chalking
the pavement and walkways
around Stony. Brook falls under
the "respect for property" clause,

which prohibits actions that can po-
tentially damage school property.
The Student Conduct Code does
not specifically mention chalk-
ing, but it is classified as a form of
graffiti, which is directlybanned on
campus. Students caught chalking
are therefore, violating campus
policies.

Although is may be prohib-
ited, bold student groups flout
the policy at times and chalk the.
campus. "It's an affective way of
advertising, especially for students
who have limited resources" said
Widlaad Zaman, secretary for the
Muslim Students Association.
Students argue that chalking is not
only economically resourceful,
but also environmentally friendly,
since it's an alternative to mass-
producing flyers.

Despite the danger involved
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Zaman and her peers ventured
out at 6 a.m. last semester, so as to
avoid being caught by patrolling
police cars, to chalk reminders
about the annual Fastathon. Avoid-
ing areas such as the academic
mall, the group chalked in front of
heavy traffic areas such as in front
of the Union and the pathways to
Javits.

"It's a great marketing strategy
because it's all over campus, so ev-
ery student will get to see it, as well
as professors," said Zaman. How-
ever, the danger became manifest
for Zaman and her colleagues when
the custodians threatened to inform
the police. "I don't see why it's not
allowed, it doesn't deface the prop-
erty since it washes away."

Administrators, however, con-
sider chalking unnecessary. "The
situation can become uncontrol-
lable with every group chalking
advertisements everywhere,"
said Dean Stein, "we would have
to bring in crews to wash it all
away." Stein feels that chalking
adds character to a college campus,
but there are, however, other ways
to effectively market an event,

- such as flyering. "The best way to
market an event is through word of
mouth," he said.

The issue of chalking sparks
a number of debates, particularly
about First Amendment rights and
free speech. At Wesleyan Univer-
sity, chalking was banned after
students began marking obscene
and offensive material.

Chalking has been banned not
only at Stony Brook, but at Penn
State and Princeton University
as well.

If allowed at Stony Brook, pa-
rameters and a screening process
would have to be developed in
order to ensure that chalking on
campus does not get out of hand
and appropriate material will be
chalked.

TAP Cut Shuffle

Roughly 75 people rallied in front of the
SAC to protest the tuition hike. Among the
participants were NYPIRG and College Demo-
crats, as well as other organizations that oppose
the hike. Many were donning posters that read,
"TAP cuts never heal" and "NO Tuition Hikes,
NO TAP Cuts."

John Mascher, the NYPIRG member who
MC'd the event, tried to evoke energetic re-
sponses from the audience by loudly chanting,
"No tuition hike, no TAP cuts."

"We're fighting to save higher educa-
tion funding," Mascher said, in reference to
the proposed cuts to the Tuition Assistance
Program.

"Pataki keeps raising our tuition," said
Junior Collin Baker, an attendee at the rally.
"He keeps raising the tuition again and again,
including the year I enrolled."

Krystyna Baumgartner, president of the
University Democrats, said, "You can't rea-
sonably expect students to pay more tuition
and take TAP away at the same time. Higher
education is an opportunity everybody should
have."

A NYPIRG representative got on stage
and called the governor's office as the audi-
ence chanted "No tuition hike, no pay cuts."
She yelled through the megaphone, "Stony
Brook will not take this. Stop trying to raise
our tuition."

Jeff Licitra of the College Democrats, was
one of the few students to meet with Chancellor
King when he visited Stony Brook last month.

Internships for Media Success

In today's world of journal-
ism it's hard for students to find
work after graduating. Even with
hundreds of daily, published news-
papers and even more opportunity
chances, the availability of jobs
is lacking in promise of obtain-
ing one.

Experience is key to obtaining
a position in journalism. In order
to gain experience, students are
left searching for it the best way
they can, through internships.

According to Alfreda James,
internship manager at Stony
Brook University, "the industry
expects you to get experience
before you graduate.".

Whether it's through school-

newspapers or internships, she
added, it's always important to
gain knowledge of the field.

Much like writing an article,
students will find themselves un-
der a word count limit and a dead-
line in applying for internships.
Internships require a typed paper
with a set amount of words under
a deadline, along with clippings
from previous publications.

One helpful hint, James said,
is to start applying early for early
deadlines.

"Learn state of the art experi-
ence through internships that you
cannot get on campus," James
said.

Universities, like Stony
Brook, do not offer technological
experience that you can find in
other places, James added. That

is why it would be best to go in an
internship. One such internship,
she said, is at News12, located at
Woodbury, Long Island. Newsl2
offers an electronic news gather-
ing internship to help people learn
about and how to write internet
news.

Another internship offered
at Newsl2 is for business and
finance writing. "Editors always
smile on people interested in busi-
ness and finance," James said.

James spoke about this
internship in particular. It is
scarce with employees and has
a high demand for writers in this
area, she said.

A lot of students find it dif-
ficult to balance schoolwork with
an internship. "Working 30 hours
a week and having classes during

the day makes it hard to work it.
out," James said.

But once inside an internship
it is easy to get the inside scoop.
"Once your inside, you can see the
inside info and the openings that
aren't advertised," James said.
The unannounced internships that
only the intern sees can help out
with getting ajob in journalism.

If the inside scoop does not
become available, there is noth-
ing wrong with sending out resu-
mes. James has a number of tips
to create a resume that will help
out with getting the position. Her
tips include a letter perfect resume
with no grammatical errors and an
order of information that is exact
and concise. Most importantly
would be for a r6sume to reflect
the person and how they write.

Informational interviewing
can also help out with finding
the write job. This involves talk-
ing to people who are currently
working in the field to gain a bet-
ter understanding of it. "Seeking
advise from the professionals
and finding out the training and
educational requirements for the
position will help you land that
job," James said.

If there is anything else to
learn about internships and find-
ing a position in journalism, or
any field of work, Alfreda James
invites everyone to attend Career
Night on April 6 between 5:30 to
7:30 p.m. at the Student Activities
Center, room 306.

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Seawolves Rally Late
to Beat Penn State

The Stony Brook Men's La-
crosse team seemed to be play-
ing with a little extra intensity
in Saturday's match up with the
Penn State Nittany Lions. Emo-
tions ran high and the Seawolves
were on a mission to win for first
year head coach Lars Tiffany.
Tiffany was facing his former
team for the first time since his
departure last season and it was
obvious that he was overwhelmed
by the presence of former players
and their families. "Watching the
teams' warm-up and getting ready
to go to battle it got very emo-
tional," Tiffany said. "I was on the
brink of tears at one point."

It was obvious that this game
meant more to the Seawolves
and their coaching staff than any
game they have played so far. It
was time for veteran players like
Adam Marksberry and Jason Cap-
padoro to step up and help their

team pull off a win against a team
that presented many challenges,
both physically and mentally.
Marksberry and Cappadoro con-
tributed five of the Seawolves'
seven goals and were essential
in the Seawolves emotional 7-5
win over Nittany. "We wanted
to win this one for coach," said
Adam Marksberry. "But we also
wanted this one as a team."

The Seawolves scored three
unanswered goals in the fourth
quarter of Saturday's match up
against number nineteen-ranked
Penn State to erase a 5-4 deficit
and take a two-goal lead in to the
waning seconds of the game. As
the game was coming to a dis-
appointed end, goalie Brendan
Callahan made an array of saves
denying the Lions' power play
and crushing any hopes of mak-
ing a late comeback.

This 7-5 victory over Penn
State marks Stony Brook's first
win over a ranked opponent
since 2001 and puts them among

the top lacrosse teams in the na-
tion. The Seawolves, who were
ranked twentieth in the 2005
Geico/STX Coache's Poll prior
to the win against Penn State,
are expected to shoot up in the
rankings and are excited to see
what next weeks rankings will
reveal."We're excited to see the
polls and where we rank," Cal-
lahan said. "But we're more con-
cerned with knocking off Rutgers
on Tuesday."

The mentality of taking
one game at a time and staying
focused on the task at hand has
the Seawolves atop the America
East and in great position to start
conference play on March 26.

First year head coach Lars Tif-
fany has taken a talented group of
players and turned them in to a
very good team with a team-first
mentality. "I told my guys not to
settle for number 20," Tiffany
said. "This is new ground for
Stony Brook so let's go with it."

Great Danes Take a Bite Out of Seawolv

The Stony Brook Men's
Lacrosse team suffered its first
conference defeat Saturday at
the hands of two-time defending
America East Champions Al-
bany. Coming off a three game
winning streak and a 12 game
home win streak, the Seawolves
could not contest Albany's ag-
gressive attack, which led to
a 12- 9 loss in front a rowdy
crowd at Lavalle Stadium. This
devastating loss will drop the
number 14 Seawolves down in
the national ranking and leave
them with a sour taste in their
mouth heading into Tuesday
night's game against perennial
powerhouse Army.

Albany set the tempo of the
game from the opening face-off,
scoring two goals in the first 3:46

and relentlessly pressured Stony
Brook's defense causing turn-
overs and disrupting the flow of
the Seawolves' offense. The pres-
sure put on by the Great Danes
caused the Stony Brook to stray
from their aggressive style of
play and left them on the defen-
sive, which created several tran-
sition opportunities for Albany
and led to several uncontested
shots on goalie Brendan Cal-
lahan. Callahan had 12 saves on
the day and did his best to ward
off the Albany attack in order to
give his team a chance to mount
a comeback. "They're a good
team," Callahan said. "This is
what can happen when we don't
come out with our 'A' game every
time we step on the field."

The Seawolves certainly did
not bring their "A" game and
Albany capitalized on every
opportunity they were given.

Albany kept the pressure on
literally until the last second of
the half. With .8 seconds remain-
ing in the first half, midfielder
Brendan Russel scored on an
off- balance shot placing Mr.
Momentum back on the visiting
sideline as the teams entered the
locker room at the half. The last
second goal proved to be the turn-
iig point of the game, and it left
the Seawolves unable to recover
from this sudden swing of events
in the second half.

Despite Albany's unbridled
level of intensity and high
powered transition attack, the
sluggish Seawolves found it
within themselves to raise the
level of intensity and play the
high powered lacrosse they are
capable of playing. Led by ju-
nior transfer Chris Tracey, the
Seawolves showed how tough
they were as well as their desire

to win in the third quarter by
mounting a comeback that sent
the home crowd into an uproar..
Tracey scored three consecutive
goals in the third quarter to bring
his team back from a 9-6 deficit
and provided the Seawolves with
a chance to pull off yet another
great win at home. But just as
soon as Tracey scored his eighth
goal of the season to tie the score
at nine, Albany attackman Frank
Resetarits put the dagger in the
Seawolves' heart scoring the go
ahead goal with 12:44 remaining
in the game. The Danes never
looked back continuing to storm
the net and add salt to the wounds
of the beaten Seawolves scoring
another two goals before the final
whistle sounded.

Veterans Jason Cappadoro
and Adam Marksberry who have
a combined for 22 goals and 21
assists on the season, pitched in

on the offensive side of the field
combining for three goals and an
assist in an unsuccessful attempt
to propel the Seawolves past a
quality Great Danes team. Both
players realize the importance
of their upcoming game with
number five Army and know
they must play much better as
a team in order to avoid a two
game losing streak. "This team
has a lot of heart," Marksberry
said. "We'll put this loss behind
us and get ready for Army."

Saturday's 'heartbreaking
loss to conference rival (2-0)
(5-2) Albany will push the (1-1)
(5-2) Seawolves out of the top
spot in the America East and
leave them chasing the coat tails
of the Danes all the way to the
conference playoffs in early May
where they will seek the sweetest
revenge of all; The America East
Championship.
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
