The administration and
teachers need only take a few
common sense steps toward
stemming the tide of cheating
within the campus community.
Professors should assign papers
that require answers to specific
questions, which could not be
answered simply by using the
generalized papers widely
available on the world-wide web.
They can discontinue the use of
repeating exams year after year,
and offer tests that require some
written work so that students
must do more than copy an
answer off of a neighbor's
response sheet.

this purpose. The new center for
Asian studies itself was only
created in light of a major
donation from a corporate
sponsor.

Yes, We Did
available to them here. Their
roles as educators, however,
must come first. Students that
are almost openly cheating on
exams and papers are gaining
little from the classes they
attend.

Perhaps the increase in
cheating and plagiarism can be
assigned to an overall decline of
any sense of real achievement
on the part of students in
gaining the knowledge that a
demanding course requires. A
trade school mentality, where all
that matters, in the end, is the
B.A. or B.S. at the end of four
years of "study" pervades the
campus.

Students, further, have little
reason to think twice before
cheating. Rarely do any
professors check any of the
most popular web-sites for term
papers (which can be found in
Yahoo by searching under "term
papers," if that seems too
complex) to see if students have

We at the Statesman are

proud of the diverse majors and
cultural programs that attending
a large university such as Stony
Brook provides. Students here
can take classes ranging from
Sanskrit to African dance
without having to travel the
globe. In addition, we also fully
support the formation of the
Center for Indian Studies,
inaugurated last Saturday at the
Staller Center.

However, we are beginning to
wonder about the process by
which new majors are supported
and formed on this campus. The
new Indian Studies major, which
itself began last fall, was only
forged after money was donated
from outside of the University for

administration needs to stiffen
its penalties for cheating; the
system currently in place
amounts to little more than a
slap on the wrist for first-time
offenders. Students are rarely
caught in the act, so the
administration needs to set an
example for the few that are.

We, of course, are
sympathetic to students that
feel the anxieties and
pressures that are part of the
college experience. However,
without learning to live with
and control these anxieties,
graduating students will be ill-
equipped to face "real-life"
situations where cheat-sheets
are unavailable. It would
seem to us, additionally, that
for those who feel that the
knowledge gained through
hard work and study is simply
not worth the effort, then they
have not likely found a proper
outlet for their time attending
school here at Stony Brook.

w Major?
University, indeed, probably
receives numerous petitions
throughout the year calling for
a new major or program of
study. With money scarce, we
can understand any glee they
may have when the funds
necessary for a project do not
have to be looked for. This lack
of resources has long been used
as a reason why other majors,
such as in Journalism, have not
been inaugurated.

The University should make
clear, then, that new programs
of study will be judged not on
how much cash is offered from
the outside community, but on
how it fits within the
educational goals of a large and
diverse campus.

As finals time fast
approaches, there is perhaps no
better time then now to note the
rampant cheating that has
taken hold throughout this
campus. From chemistry tests
given in filled lecture halls to
long paper assignments for
small philosophy classes, it
seems as if many students here
are unable to compete with
others solely on their own
ability.

Most students, to get down
to it, either are or know
someone that cheats on exams
and papers on a regular basis.
These students, with their
artificial grades, regularly
throw off the "curve" for the
other hard-working students in
their classes. A majority of
professors on this campus seem
to ignore the problem, whether
out of naivete or total disregard.
Whatever the reason, the
negligence on the part of those
who are ostensibly in charge of

the classrooms allows the
cheating to occur, helping to
threaten a sense of academic
atmosphere on this campus.

Students are routinely
handing in papers that are
downloaded from various
Internet websites which cater to
this special underground
industry. In addition, many
professors commit the
inexcusable and lazy act of
repeating the same tests
semester after semester.
Students quickly wise up to this
repetition, and soon take
advantage.

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To the Editor:
Last week the University Senate met to

discuss the time that the second Polity election
was to be held. The attendance at the meeting
was poor, as usual, with so many Senators
absent that a quorum could not even be
established. The controversy at the meeting
centered around when and how the new Polity
elections would be conducted. As most readers
know, a recent Judiciary decision held that the
last elections for Polity positions were
improperly conducted and had to be redone.

The problem at the Senate meeting was
that the plaintiffs in the Judiciary case (headed
by Presidential candidate Brad Hausman,
current Vice-President of the CSA), wanted two
elections to be held. One election, to be held in
the Spring, would decide all those items which
were placed on the referendum. Several of the
plaintiffs in the Judiciary case are involved in
many of the organizations which were on the
referendum. Paul Perrone works at SBVAC,
former candidate Vincent Medordi, as well as
his campaign manager, volunteer at the Child
Care Center on campus, to name a few. The
plaintiffs were concerned that if an election were
held this term, the voter turnout would be so
low that in essence, the election would be
undemocratic. Elections would have to be held
within a compacted space of time, which will
insure that students will be left out in the dark.

The Executive Council (which includes
Monique Maylor, the center of the plaintiff's
complaints) decided differently. They met with
Stacey Harris, the head of the Judiciary who

had to step down from the above mentioned
case. It seems that Ms. Harris, who removed
herself half way through the case (because she
was implicated in two of the plaintiff's
complaints) was involved in the decision. The
Executive Council strongly felt that elections
should be held this Spring, and insured that
nothing would stop them, not even taking
money away from children!

Since there were not enough Senators
present to make quorum (which is required for
the Senate to allocate the money for a new
election), the Executive Council decided to take
money from another fund. This fund would be
used for the families of full time employees

which are employed by the Student Polity
Association. This decision wasn't made by the
Senate, but by a council which met in an
"emergency" meeting.

Lately, the integrity of the Student Polity
has been seriously questioned by the plaintiffs
in the Judiciary case and by various voices in
the campus media The Judiciary decided that
the last elections should be thrown out because
of improprieties by poll watchers. They also
found that Monique Maylor had spent well
over the limit placed on the amount of money
candidates can spend on a campaign (a copy
of their written decision should be available
in the Polity Suite). Since Monique Maylor

had, herself, committed improprieties in
the last election, it is clearly a conflict of
interest that she could have had any
decision making or advisory role in the
scheduling or conducting of the new
elections. It seems to me, that this Polity
should concentrate more on the
democratic process, more on student
apathy, and more on getting students out
to vote, than protecting their stipends and
taking money away from funds which help
families.

Tyson, Associate Director of the
Career Placement Center. "The
reason it was established was to
provide students an opportunity to
talk to alumni about career
opportunities that they may be
thinking about."

The network was first
established as an index card file,
which was available to students
after meeting with a counselor at
the center. It was then moved to a
microcomputer a few years ago.
Many students are not even aware
of the network's existence and the
center hopes to increase interest by
becoming easily attainable on any
on-campus computer.

Since -the network can be
accessed at many places, it is hard
to monitor the frequency of use.
"The disadvantage is that we don't
have a handle on it as we used to,"
Tyson said. "We plan to follow up
closely with the alumni to see how
its working out."

Tyson is in the middle of
sending out mailings to the alumni
to both see if they are comfortable
with being on the Web and to keep
posted on how the student response

has changed.
"If they had something like

this in 1980 I would've used it,"
said Steve Traum, who graduated
with a BA in Economics in 1980,
and has been part of the network
since then. Traum, a manager for
a teacher's insurance, has had a
total of two students contact him
in the past 17 years. He is
enthusiastic about hearing from
more students now that the
network will have a wider
audience. "I know that at ivy
league there is a whole network
where students rely on alumni to
help them out, but this is not the
case at Stony Brook," Traum said

Like Traum, a majority of the
alumni on the network are in the
business field. Law is another
popular field with C. A. N
members. "We also h ive a fail
number of alumni in some of the
health professions and especially
in some of the mental health fields
like counseling, social work and
psychology," Tyson said. "The
thing that everybody has ir
common is that they all want tc
help."

"We've tried to develor
alumni that represent a cros!
section of careers," Luzader said
"Our biggest challenge is t(
encourage students to follom
through." O

slander" them, when in actuality they
were the ones who were malicious. They
took an open phonemail message and
lied of how they were "indirectly" called
racists, when that was how they
interpreted themselves. It would seem as
if the plaintiffs took Andre's words and
twisted them simply because he is the
Chair of the Black Caucus.

Not only did the plaintiffs want us
to be disqualified for their wrong and
clearly slanderous interpretation of the
phonemail message, but they made a
special request for me to be "severely
penalized for this offense." This
statement advocated for some type of
violent punishment to be inflicted upon
me by my plaintiffs. It was a blatant
attack on me personally.

They again accused me of slander
in my building LEG meeting, when a
friend of theirs claimed she heard me say
that they did not support cultural
organizations. They said that it was "an
obvious claim that the other candidates
for President are racists" and they
wanted a 15% penalization of my votes.
Why do the plaintiffs keep using race as
a factor for their defense? First the
phonemail message, now this. There was
proof that no such statement was made
at the LEG meeting. My RHD of the
building and 3 students were witnesses
that such an offense did not take place. I
also had 2 phonemail messages from
Josh Alpert, a plaintiff, calling the
building residents and soliciting their
support of this false accusation, as an
example of this being a maliciously
intended lie. The plaintiffs charged me
with intentionally over spending and
wanted me to be disqualified. I did not
spend "well over the allocated amount"
for my camnpaign. Firstly, I was not
allocated any money, and secondly the
Election Board said it was alright to have
donations and said nothing about there
being a possibility of it being added to
my campaign cost. Also, the Election
Board bylaws say nothing about
donations. Both the BLACKWORLD
and the 3TV ad were paid for by
sponsoring groups and not charged to my
campaigning account. I have already
been penalized four times the usual
percentage amount (.5%) given out by
the Grievance Board, which brought my
penalization charges up to 3.5% (the
most of any other candidate). Would the
plaintiffs like to take away all of my
votes? What more do they want?
Another complaint called for a 10%
penalization of our votes, the "Students
First" ticket and myself, because they
had "pictures" of handouts hung up as
posters. This claim is highly
questionable. The photos presented to
Judiciary did not show any of my
handouts hanging, but were of legally
numbered and approved posters. There
is no date on the photos and being that
our material was so accessible, anyone
could have hung the handout up.

Then the plaintiffs claimed they had
witnessed accounts (which we never

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To the Editor:
The last three weeks have been the

most painstaking experience of the lives
of the "Students First" ticket and myself,
Monique Maylor. We were accused of
calling certain individuals racists,
breaking the law, and negative
campaigning. The opponents, A.K.A.
the plaintiffs, took the "Students First"
ticket, A.K.A. the defendants, to
Judiciary for false accusations, untruths,
and racial interpretations. The
plaintiffs-MATTHEW MAHONEY,
PAUL PERRONE, JOSE PENA,
VINCENT MEDORDI, BRADLEY R.
HAUSMAN, MICHAEL MAHONEY,
JOSHUA ALPERT, JUGDEEP SINGH,
and MATTHEW EDWARDSEN
wrongly trashed all of the defendants-
MONIQUE MAYLOR, DIANE
LOPEZ, SAYED ALI, JAWOND
BROWN, CHRISTOPHER GRANT,
DONNA McGOWAN, VIVIAN
SALAZAR, and ALEJANDRO
CANTAGALLO.

They falsely accused Andre
English, from the Black Caucus, and
myself of malicious slander. They
claimed we indirectly called them racists
and wanted the entire ticket to be
disqualified. The complaint had
inaccurate descriptions of the message,
therefore tinting its content. First of all,
it clearly stated in the complaint that my
voice was on the message, which was a
lie. Nowhere on that message was my
voice heard. Secondly, they claimed the
message said, "that some of the
candidates, not on the "Students First"
ticket, if elected would set minorities on
this campus back 20 or 30 years." This
is a lie. Not only was the word
minority" not used, or reference to

students of color, but at the time the
message was created, the "Students
First" ticket was not in existence. That
name was made up the weekend before
the voting and the message was done the
week of campaigning. I would also like
to point out that none of the names of
any plaintiffs were mentioned on the
message so it could not have been
slanderous.

Andre himself noted that his
statement of Polity, not minorities, being
set back a certain amount of years, was
not a statement of racial intention. The
statement meant that Polity would be set
back because of the lack of involvement
of some of the candidates running for
office. Candidates without experience
and an awareness of the issues
concerning the students would slow
down the process of student
empowerment. As anyone
who knows the history of Polity knows,
the Student Polity Association was never
as- active politically as it is now,
therefore the possibility of Polity
returning to that state, due to
inexperienced members, is not a
complete fallacy. The message clearly
stated "this message goes out to any
student concerned about their future at
Stony Brook." Were the plaintiffs
suggesting that-white students do not
care about their future at Stony Brook?

The plaintiffs also stated that this
was a "malicious act intended to
