Having
proceededthis farthe next course of action involves
walking across the roof of the subterranean power
house unit and descending on rocks into more mud.

To make- this journey while toting an armload of
books requires a great deal of skill and dexterity. It
seems that the college has finally found a way for us
to get our gymnastic activities without the use of the
new recreation building. Just by following this route
from the cafeteria to Coe Hall one encounters beam
balances, broad jumping, climbing and three-point
landings in the mud.

With the coming of spring and warmer weather this
-muddy -strip of road can only get worse. Something
must -be done soon before somebody really hurts
themself.

We are grateful for the work already done -on cam-
pus to improve and maintain the roads and only hope
that measures will soon be taken to remedy the con-
dition that still exists.
