Stony Brook Students Get Ready for Game Day

Students gathered in the
SAC Plaza Wednesday after-
noon to participate in Home-
coming Kickoff, an event con-
sisting of carnival-like activities
and peppy performances that
marked the official start of
"Wolfstock, Stony Brook's an-
nual homecoming celebration.

Between 12 and 3 p.m., hun-
dreds of Stony Brook students
played games like hoop toss,
ran through inflatable mazes,
sparred above an inflatable
gladiator pit, had their cari-
catured by an artist and spun
around in a giant gyroscope.
They also received a plethora
of prize and snack giveaways
that included cotton candy and
popcorn.

"It was a lot of fun," Giovan-
ni Williams, an 18-year old psy-
chology major, said after getting
off the gyroscope ride, in which
students exercised their muscles
to flip themselves around. "I'm
going to try to get on a bunch of
these other rides and get a good
work ut."

T e kickoff also included
appe rances from the marching
band, and cheerleading squads
and i troductions from candi-
dates for Homecoming Queen
and King and members of the
Stony Brook football team.

On Saturday, the Seawolves
will face off against the Pres-
byterian College Blue Hose in
their first Big South Confer-
ence game of the 2009 football
season.

Leading up to this match,
.the University will host a series

of other events that make up the
Wolfstock festivities, such as a
Homecoming Comedy Show
on Thursday, the "End Zone
Party" on Friday, and alumni
reunions, academic showcases,
a Homecoming Parade, tailgate,
and after-parties on Saturday.

Many different administra-
tive offices and student bodies
collaborate to organize this
programming.

"There was input from Ath-
letics, the Office of the Dean,
Campus Residences, Student
Activities and members of the
Student Activities Board and
Undergraduate Student Gov-
ernment, coordinated through
the Homecoming Committee,"'
Jerrold Stein, the dean of stu-
dents, said. "This is an impor-
tant event to help create a sense
of community; spirit, and pride:'

According to Dean Stein;
there were over 200 students
involved in the production of
the kickoff event, including the
marching band and cheerlead-
ing squads, who performed
shortly after 1 p.m. 23 student
volunteers frons the Student
Activities Board ran the carni-
val games, rides, and giveaway
lines.

There was some, however,
confusion over which organiza-
tions were responsible for the
funding of the kickoff and other
Wolfstock events.

Alexandra Dugga, the Di-
rector of Student Activities
said in an e-mail that the Un-
dergraduate Student Govern-
ment (USG) and state funding
from the Student Activities and

President Stanley Gets Flu Vaccination

President Samuel L. Stanley Jr.
rolled up his sleeve and grinned
as he received his seasonal flu
shot Wednesday, at the Student
Health Center. The university
publicized the event in order to
show the president'ssupport of
Stony Brook University's ongoing
efforts in preventing and educat-
ing people about the seasonal flu.

"We have talked a lot about
HINI, but seasonal flu is still out
there;' Stanley said. "I hope to get
the word out... the flu vaccine is
safe and effective."

As Stanley, who is a specialist
in Infectious Disease, Microbiol-
ogy. and Immunology, geared
up to.receive the shot, he joked
about not being a fainter and
how he could not watch himself

getting the vaccine. In less than
two minutes the procedure was
complete and Stanley was free to
go, after he was presented with
two red lollipops.

From increasing the availabil-
ity of hand sanitizers at computer
sites to providing students with
flu and cold kits, efforts by ad-
ministration and Student Health
Services have been seen in full
force across campus.

"I think it shows it is safe;"
Rachel Bergeson, the director
of Student Health Services, said
about Stanley getting vaccinated.

Doses of the seasonal flu vac-
cine have been made available for
students at the Health Center on
Oct. 2 from 2 p.m. - 4 p.m, Oct.
6 from 10 a.m. - 12 p.m., Oct. 9
from 10 a.m. - 12 p.m. The vac-
cination costs $10.

Additionally, the Health Cen-

ter also features a cold clinic
where students can receive medi-
cations for cold symptoms.

Stanley stressed the impor-
tance of students receiving the
flu vaccine as well as the H1N
vaccine, when it becomes avail-
able. He said the 18 to 24-year-old
age group is especially vulnerable
to the virus, and he ensured that
the university would work with
the state in order to be prepared
when the vaccine becomes avail-
able.

According to Bergson,the
center has so far not seen an
overwhelming number of stu-
dents with severe flu and cold
symptoms. If students do feel
ill, Bergson recommended that
students really try to take care
of themselves by keeping well
hydrated and seeking the proper
medications to relieve symptoms.

Pearl Jam's "Back Spacer"

Pearl Jam's opening thrashes the senses
in their latest album "Back Spacer!" The
album's start of "Gonna See My Friend"
brings to mind the old-school Pearl Jam
of the early 1990's, as prevalent rock
roughens the complacent ears out of their
comfort zones.

"Amongst The Waves" and Vedder's balmy

"Glee" tells the story of the William
McKinley High School show choir, a
club that is looked down upon by the
entire school. Though "Glee" entered the
airwaves at a time when Disney's "High
School Musical" and "Camp Rock" were
the most popular mainstream musicals,
"Glee" is nothing like the disgustingly
sweet and corny Disney shows. Though
there may be some basic plot similari-
ties, "Glee" takes on some controversial
issues and explores the more realistic
side of high school, raging hormones

and all. Though "Glee" premiered last
May, the show didn't begin its full run
until this fall on September 9. Fox took
the summer to build up the anticipation
for the return of the series through ad-
vertisements and iTunes releases.

The pilot episode introduced viewers
to the main players, and to the social
ladder at McKinley High in Lima, Ohio.
After the Glee Club advisor, Sandy Ryer-
son, (Stephen Tobolowsky), is fired after
a questionable interaction with a male
student, Spanish teacher and former
Glee Club member William Schuester

(Matthew Morrison) takes over as Glee
Club's advisor. Mr. Schuester makes it
his goal to restore Glee Club to its for-
mer glory, but soon finds that his task
is not going to be easy.

The show choir kids are a bunch of
misfits. First is Rachael Berry, played
by Broadway musical Spring Awaken-
ing's Lea Michele, an overachiever who
dreams of being famous, or at least pop-
ular. Other Glee Club members include
Mercedes (Amber Riley), a stylish diva
with a huge voice, Kurt (Chris Colfer),
an extremely feminine sophomore who
can hit soprano notes, Tina (Jenna
Ushkowitz), a goth girl with a stuttering
problem, and Artie (Kevin McHale), a
guitar player who is in a wheelchair.

The ever-positive Mr. Schuester

busts his butt working with the diverse
bunch, but discovers that something
is missing. He tries to get some of the
football guys to volunteer to join Glee.
However, a strict social order exists at
McKinley High, with the football jocks
and the Cheerios (cheerleaders) sitting
at the top, and Glee kids resting at the
very bottom of the pile.

Mr. Scheuster is not successful in
bridging the gap between the groups at
first. However, after he hears football
captain Finn Hudson (Corey Monte-
ith) singing in the shower, he resorts
to blackmail to get Finn to join Glee.
He pretends to have found marijuana
in Finn's bag, and gives Finn the choice
of disciplinary action or Glee. Finn
chooses Glee, though he is reluctant to
admit that he is musically talented.

Finn, a good guy at heart, proves
to be just what Glee needs. After Mr.
Schuester resigns to find a higher paying
job after he finds out that his psychotic,
controlling wife, Terri (Jessalyn Gilsig)
is expecting a child, Finn helps the club
stay alive. He assigns all the members a
role-Mercedes does costumes, Rachel
choreographs, Artie gets a band to-
gether, and he chooses music. The club
comes together to do a stellar cover of
Journey anthem "Don't Stop Believing:'

What makes "Glee" interesting are

the complex relationships between
characters and the issues that it ex-
plores-the musical numbers are an
added bonus. In the episodes since the
pilot, it has been discovered that Mr.
Scheuster's wife was having a hysterical
pregnancy (she's not actually pregnant)
and won't tell her husband, Kurt is gay,
and Quinn Fabray, Finn's girlfriend,
the head Cheerio and president of the
Celibacy Club, is pregnant, to name a
few. See-not at all like "High School
Musical'" The great thing about the show
is that more issues and conflicts are
introduced each episode, but many are
not so easily solved, leaving the viewer
in suspense, anticipating the next week's
episode.

Some of the songs featured on
"Glee" have been Kanye's "Gold Digger;,"

"Mercy" by Duffy, Color Me Badd's "I
Wanna Sex You Up" and the Salt-n-Pepa
hit "Push It.' There will be a "Glee" CD
released later this fall.

For now, individual songs are avail-
able on iTunes, along with full episodes.
More are being released every week. I'm
hooked on "Glee." Luckily, all past epi-
sodes (there are four including the pilot)
can be watched on demand on the Fox
website, so you can watch them and get
hooked tool! "Glee" is on Wednesdays
night at 9 on Fox channel 5.

In the 3-0 (26-24, 25-15, 25-12)
sweep, the Seawolves showed no signs of
rustiness, even recording a new season
high for team hitting percentage at.336.
Not only has Stony Brook recorded its
fifth sweep of the year, it has also drawn
to.500, evening its record at 8-8 right be-
fore conference play kicks off on Friday.

The Seawolves are building momen-
tum at the right time, and find them-
selves in a much more promising position
than they were in just a few weeks back.

On Tuesday night, while extending
their hot streak, the Seawolves also dis-
played the team chemistry and focus that
has helped them turn the season around.

Stony Brook broke out into a 13-6 run
in the first set to establish a comfortable
18-12 advantage. However, the Seawolves
released their grip on the lead, as Long
Island battled back to tie the score at 20.

The home team eventually went
ahead 23-22, but Seawolves 20 year-old
junior Ashley Headen (Alexandria, VA)
brought the Seawolves even with one
of her ten kills. Two other Seawolves
reached double digits in kills, with 21
year-old senior Lisa Doremus (Glendale,
Ariz.) leading the way with 13 of them.
Stony Brook would eventually win the set
on a block from freshman Sally Downs
(Coppel, Texas) and senior Lindsey Gor-
don (N. Patchogue, NY).

With a 1-0 lead, the Seawolves kept
the pressure on in the second set. Despite
falling behind early 3-2, the road team
rolled thereafter, with various Seawolves
chipping in to assure that the Blackbirds'
backs were kept pressed firmly against
the wail. Doremus and Headen com-

bined for 8 put-aways in the set, and the
team as a whole hit for a percentage of
.407. That powerful attack led to an easy
25-15 victory, setting Stony Brook up for
the sweep.

The third set was even less of a
contest. Stony Brook's defense, led by
20 year-old junior Jeanette Gibbs' (Port
Jefferson, NY) 11 digs, forced Long
Island into a dismal.065 hitting percent-
age. The 25-12 victory was facilitated
by contributions from many different
Seawolves, from 18 year-old freshman
Corrine Perry's (Northport, NY) 26 as-
sists to Gibbs 19 total digs.

The team looks to push the winning
streak to seven on Friday, as it heads to
Hartford to take on the Hawks. The game
will be the first America East Conference
contest for the Seawolves, who have had
a tough non-conference schedule and
look to use it as an advantage in confer-
ence play. Friday's first serve is slated
for 7:00 p.m.,
