A work in three movements: 

1st Movement:	 A moderately paced double fugue. The orchestra takes the first fugue, 
while the soloist takes the second. The soloist and orchestra combine 
towards the end of the movement. 

2nd Movement:	 A slow French overture. The orchestral music features the heavily 
dotted rhythms found in this style, while the soloist is given two lyrical 
interludes. 

3rd Movement:	 The fast movement, brisk and playful, with many juxtapositions and 
sharp twists. 
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
