Hi everyone, 

I wanted to follow up with all of you on a question that was raised at our meeting last week, I believe, by 
Dylan.  When we discussed the newly adopted smoke free campus on the east side,  I noted that LISVH 
and Chapin were exempt from this policy, but was unaware of the reasoning re: Chapin. 

Yesterday, I had a conversation with Scott Law, (asst director campus public safety) and  brought the 
topic to his attention. It seems that Chapin, as a residence hall, falls under different jurisdiction, and 
currently has in place a regulation that prohibits smoking within 35 feet of the building.  Scott added that 
since the last meeting of  the smoke free committee, he has been contacted by Fred Sganga, director of 
the LISVH, who inquired as  to how he can adapt the  new policies on this side to his population at the 
LISVH.  The LISVH also has  DOH guidelines to which it must adhere that make it a little tricker to  
implement a smoke free policy, but they are headed in that direction. 

As a point of information, Scott also indicated that nationwide, healthcare facilities are all  moving towards 
a smoke free environment, so there is considerable precedent in our favor on this side of the campus.  I 
remain hopeful that a re-submission of our  proposal to the university senate,  as discussed at our last 
meeting,  will meet with  a more favorable result this time. 

On a separate but related issue, I would like to note that with Gil's encouragement, and after several 
conversations with him and the representative  from the School of Medicine, I have agreed to co-chair the 
newly formed East Campus Environmental Committee.  They have agreed that all entities on this side of 
the road will be included (meaning the other HSC schools and the LISVH as well as SOM and UH) in this 
process, and have assured us that they want to work collaboratively with  our committee, although they 
are not amenable to becoming a sub committee of our committee. I am sure we are all delighted to know 
that so many people here are interested in improving the campus, and I'm sure there is a great deal we 
can learn from each other.  I look forward to working with this new group  and to functioning as a liaison of 
sorts between the two committees.

Dear Dr. Hanson:

As  secretary of the School of Medicine Faculty Senate, I 
thought that I should respond to your email since I 
believe that Dr. Steigbigel is out of town.

As you recall, the SoM Faculty Senate was enthusiastic 
about the need for an East Campus environmental committee 
after hearing your presentation at our meeting last 
January and there was a vote at that meeting affirming 
that such a committee should be established (see 
attached).   We subsequently went through the process 
needed to amend the bylaws of the SoM faculty senate so 
that this would be included in our committee structure. It 
was clear in that initial discussion which you attended 
and in the subsequent ByLaws change that this committee 
would work collaboratively with the University Senate 
Campus Environment Committee, which we agree is crucial.

To change the reporting structure at this point, 
eliminating the committee from the SoM Faculty Senate 
committees and making it a subcommittee of the University 
Senate, seems likely to lead to further delays in 
initiating the committee.  Obviously, we would like to 
avoid this as there are many important environmental 
concerns to be addressed.



The collaborative element seems to be a key element of 
your proposal, a point with with we are in obvious 
agreement. We had envisioned having a liaison from the 
University Senate committee attend the East Campus 
Committee meetings and a second liaison from the East 
Campus Committee attend the University Senate committee, 
to maximize opportunities for communication and 
information exchange. In addition, having a member of the 
University Senate Committee co-chair the East Campus 
Committee has also been raised as a possibility. However, 
we would be open to other ideas. We thought that both of 
these options would fulfill our shared goal of keeping the 
Campus Environment Committee informed about environmental 
issues across the University.

Hopefully, this clarifies the SoM Faculty Senate process 
that occurred in establishing this committee but if you 
have additional questions, let me know.

I'm sure that Dr. Steigbigel would also be happy to 
address any questions, as well.

Thanks again for all of your work in bringing the work of 
your committee to our attention and in encouraging us to 
establish the East Campus Committee.  We are all very 
enthusiastic about the prospects of ongoing collaboration 
to improve the environment of the entire campus!

1. Washington Post Features Article on Campus Sustainability
The Washington Post recently featured a front-page article on campus
sustainability entitled, "Higher Learning Adapts to a Greening
Attitude." The article discusses the increase in sustainability in the
curricula at college campuses across the US, and mentions, in
particular, the University of Maryland, the University of Virginia,
Catholic University (DC), Goucher College (MD), the University of
Oregon, and Johns Hopkins University (MD). The article also mentions
co-curricular sustainability activities at George Washington
University (DC) and green facilities projects at Frostburg State
University (MD) and JHU. The article attributes the change to the



increasing concern about climate change, and cites the hundreds of
college and university presidents that have signed the American
College & University Presidents' Climate Commitment and the
significant increase in membership for AASHE over the past two years
as evidence. Additionally, the article mentions a survey completed by
the Princeton Review which found that two-thirds of prospective
college students would value having information about a college or
university's commitment to the environment. Nearly a quarter of those
surveyed said it would strongly influence their decisions about where
to attend.

2. Stanford to Establish Center for Advanced Molecular Photovoltaics
Stanford University (CA) has received a $25 million grant from the
King Abdullah University of Science and Technology to fund Stanford's
new Center for Advanced Molecular Photovoltaics. The center aims to
make solar electricity at a cost that is competitive with coal plants
by constructing solar cells that are more efficient and last up to 10
years longer.

3. Colorado State U Pilots Smart Grid Technology
Colorado State University, in partnership with Spirae Inc, has
developed the InteGrid Laboratory, which seeks to address challenges
of taking intermittent wind power and turning it into a stable and
reliable renewable resource. This "smart grid" project is being
implemented in Denmark.

4. Appalachian State U to Install Wind Turbine
The Appalachian State University (NC) Renewable Energy Initiative has
announced plans to install a 100kW community-scale wind turbine on
campus. The turbine proposed for the project will stand 115 feet tall,
will have a blade diameter of 66 feet, and is expected to produce
150,000 kilowatt hours of electricity annually. The organizers do not
yet have a timeline for installation.

5. Duke U Residence Hall Receives LEED Platinum
Duke University's (NC) Home Depot Smart Home, a 10-person student
residence hall for green living and learning, has achieved LEED
Platinum certification. The building features a green roof, solar
cells, and rainwater cisterns. The Smart Home was designed to be
adaptable, environmentally sustainable and technologically integrated.
In addition to being built with recycled and sustainable materials,
Smart Home boasts a fiber-optic network with the fastest Internet
access on the campus, about 40 gigabytes per second.

6. Oklahoma State U Completes Energy Upgrades
The Oklahoma State University Center for Veterinary Health Sciences
has completed energy efficiency upgrades to five buildings that are
expected to realize approximately $9 million in energy savings over
the course of a 20-year performance contract with Johnson Controls,
Inc. Based on a utility bill comparison, the project has already
delivered more than $154,000 in operational savings during the
installation period. The savings are a result of upgrades that range
from glazing windows and installing lighting controls to retrofitting
the buildings' plumbing and air flow systems. Work began on the
project in September 2006.

7. NYU to Pursue Re-use of Existing Buildings Rather than Build New
New York University President John Sexton and Manhattan Borough
President Scott M. Stringer announced that NYU, elected officials, and



local community groups have agreed to a set of principles to guide the
University's future expansion. As outlined, NYU, which projects a need
for 6 million square feet of space over the coming decades, will
pursue re-use of existing buildings before developing new facilities
and will actively pursue academic and residential centers outside the
Washington Square area. In addition, the principles are designed to
emphasize contextual development, mitigate the effects of
construction, enhance community consultation, and support community
sustainability, such as preservation efforts aimed local retail
businesses. As embodied in the principles, NYU will also engage in
extensive community outreach for new projects, work to minimize
negative effects of construction including noise and dust, and develop
a relocation policy for legal residential tenants displaced by
University projects.

8. Furman U Opens Green Cottage
Furman University (SC) has opened its Southern Living Showcase Home,
Cliffs Cottage. The Cliffs Cottage was built to be a model of
environmentally responsible design, sustainable building techniques
and materials, and energy-saving systems. The building features bamboo
flooring, insulated windows, rooftop solar panels, a rainwater
collection system, and organic and formal gardens. The cottage is
currently open for public tours.

9. U Arizona Uses Ice to Cool Buildings
The University of Arizona has created the University Thermal Ice
Storage Project, an award-winning chilled water production and
distribution system that spends the evening and early morning hours
freezing water that is then used to cool buildings across the main
campus and at the Arizona Health Sciences Center. The system involves
the use of water chillers, cooling towers, pumps and pipes that snake
around the campus through underground pipes that connect the plants.
The project can produce more than 900 tons of ice per hour and the
pipes feed the melting ice, or cooled water, to campus buildings. The
process moves the bulk of the UA's electrical load from the hot
daytime hours to the cooler nighttime hours. UA recently received the
Energy Efficiency Leader in Education Award from Trane for being one
of a few institutions to have such a project up and running. And, just
recently, the UA partnered with the American Society of Heating,
Refrigerating and Air-Conditioning Engineers' Tucson chapter to begin
teaching engineering students about chilled water technology and other
heating and cooling processes.

10. Dalhousie U Switches to Green Cleaning Products
Dalhousie University's (NS) Facilities Management Department has begun
using green cleaning products. The products, an all-purpose cleaner, a
disinfectant and a degreaser, have been third-party approved with
Canada's Environmental Choice logo and the United States' Green Seal
certification.

11. U Waterloo Establishes Green Bus. Practices Research Chair
The University of Waterloo (ON) and Export Development Canada (EDC)
have announced the creation of a new research chair, funded by EDC, to
identify financial products and practices that will help companies
engage in business practices such as socially responsible investing
and integrate social and environmental performance measures into their
business activities. The new chair will seek to identify tools
companies can use to address environmental issues such as climate
change and environmental sustainability in emerging markets. The EDC



Chair in Environmental Finance, based in the University's Centre for
Environment and Business, will also help businesses identify new ways
to commercialize "green" technologies and services as well as explore
carbon financing and clean energy funds. The University will also hire
an additional professor in a related field, to further expand its
Centre for Environment and Business.

12. Purdue U Installs Energy Efficient Supercomputer
Purdue University (IN) has installed a new supercomputer designed to
use up to 80 percent less energy and be more effective in some
situations. The system is designed for high performance computing used
in research supercomputers, and its processors draw 600 milliwatts of
power each, compared to 25,000 milliwatts in standard supercomputers.

13. Iowa State U Increases Sustainable Food Purchasing
Iowa State University has completed its first year of the Farm to ISU
program. Over the past year, ISU has spent approximately 10 percent of
its dining budget on organic and local food products, which is 5
percent more than expected. 76 percent of dairy purchases, 0.2 percent
of bakery goods and grocery items, and 3 percent of meat purchases
were made through the Farm to ISU program last year, while 1.5 percent
of the produce was local. Additionally, all of the honey was purchased
locally, and some tea and spices were organic. ISU plans to continue
and expand the program in the coming year.

14. Case Western Commits to Corporate Social Responsibility
Case Western Reserve University (OH), the city of Cleveland, and
Cleveland Clinic have made a joint commitment to corporate
responsibility towards the environment, human rights, labor rights and
anti-corruption. The three organizations have become members of the
United Nations Global Compact, an international initiative to promote
responsible corporate citizenship. Cities, corporations, academic
institutions, non-profit groups and other organizations join the
compact to promote corporate citizenship to make business part of the
solution to the challenges of globalization. By joining, these
organizations voluntarily take responsibility for the impact of their
activities on customers, suppliers, employees, shareholders,
communities and other stakeholders, as well as the environment through
sustainability and ethical business practices.

15. 3 NJ Campuses, SUNY New Paltz Donate Unwanted Items
Planet Aid held its first annual College Initiative this year,
rescuing close 13,000 pounds of clothing and shoes. Rowan University,
Montclair State University, Rider University, and the State University
of New York in New Paltz students, faculty, and staff all participated
in Planet Aid's event.

16. Natl Recycling Coalition Announces Recycling Bin Grant Winners
The National Recycling Coalition and The Coca-Cola Company have
announced the recipients of their Spring 2008 Recycling Bin Grant
program. 23 of the 75 grant recipients were colleges and universities.
Recipients were chosen based on a number of criteria, including where
bins are likely to have the most impact on recovering beverage
containers from the waste stream, ability of recipients to sustain
their program in the future, and intention to support collection
programs with recycling education and promotion.

17. Clemson U Awarded for Commitment to Green Buildings
Clemson University's Habitat for Humanity chapter has been named
Campus Chapter of the Year by Habitat for Humanity International. Its



campus chapter was selected for being a leader in green building
practices. Last year the chapter sponsored a design contest with
Clemson's Emerging Green Builders as a service-learning project for
architecture, landscape architecture and construction science
students. Students designed environmentally friendly houses, and the
winning design, named "Green House," was constructed nearby. The
chapter now is working on a house that will apply for LEED
certification.

18. Appalachian State U Prof Receives Winds Advocate Award
Appalachian State University Professor Dennis Scanlin has received the
"Small Winds Advocate of the Year" award from the U.S. Department of
Energy Wind Powering America program for his leadership in small-scale
wind energy activities in Western North Carolina. Dr. Scalnlin is also
a the Coordinator of the Appropriate Technology Program in the ASU
Department of Technology.

19. AASHE Digest 2007 - Annual Review of Campus Sustainability
AASHE has released AASHE Digest 2007, a publication that offers a
comprehensive review of campus sustainability efforts from 2007. The

20. U Texas at Austin GHG Report
The University of Texas at Austin has released a draft report of its
first carbon footprint analysis. The report has been prepared for the
President's Sustainability Committee by an interdisciplinary
student/faculty team through a summer course in the School of Urban
and Public Affairs. It characterizes the university's greenhouse gas
emissions in 2005, forecasts emissions in 2010 and 2020, then proposes
a framework for setting reduction targets and develops reduction
scenarios based on those targets. The report, produced in a very short
time frame, is being issued in draft form so that members of the
committee and other interested parties can participate in reviewing
it. Comments are invited.

Gil-

President Kenny is aware of the concept of regional planning for energy use.  She has a copy of the 
related University Senate motion voted on when you gave your excellent report.  Her staff under Barbara 
Chernow is already engaged in regional transportation planning and implementing some solar 
methodologies proposed by the electric company.  You may recall that I prevailed on  Amy Provenzano to 
come to the University Senate meeting in April to present the status of the several projects they have 
under way.  That belongs in your summary to the CEC.

The smoking policy issue is more complicated.  The GSO passed a resolution asking Dr Kenny not to 
implement the policy that the University Senate passed and she is considering the issues.  

If you look at the "substitute motion" that the University Senate  passed, you will see that it contained only 
the matter of distance from the buildings and the requirement for early review of progress.  None of the 
other elements of your committee's motion such as the smoke-free mall or an education policy were in it.  



As you may have surmised, I was not the author of the substitute motion and I was not in favor of
presenting it but I was out-voted.  I particularly didn't think that it should be made as a substitute motion 
since all that was needed were a couple of one-word amendments to the CEC motion. Substitute 
amendments create a need to go by strict parliamentary rules because they can lead to crafty in-fighting.

I took at face value the idea that the author of the EC motion had mirrored the Smoking Policy 
subcommittee's motion and I did not study its actually wording as read out by Aimee De Chambeau..  
Issues like a smoke-free mall and an education program  were in fact in the subcommittee's motion and 
not in the motion that the University Senate  passed.  They were also not all in the GSO motion that Louis 
distributed at the meeting.  That confused me.  When I offended you by saying that your committee had 
not done anything, I was in fact talking about the policy as adopted. 

We will have to make another try in the Fall to get the subcommittee's motion adopted by the University 
Senate. As you said during the Coordinating Council meeting in April, it was good enough and  
represented a lot of work.

Attached is an email from Suffolk County announcing the new law passed by the legislature banning the 
use of plastic drinking water bottles for much of Suffolk County's official business and in its facilities.  This 
law, sponsored by Vivian Viloria Fisher, is in part an outgrowth of an Op-Ed piece (attached) that Christine 
O'Connell (a SoMAS Ph.D. candidate) and I wrote for The New York Times on Earth Day 2007.  The law 
is being forwarded to County Executive Levy for his signature.  It is anticipated that he will sign it.

The reason that I am passing this on is to request that SBU establish a similar policy for this campus, the 
Southampton Campus, etc.  If we did proactively adopt such a policy, it would probably be a first for 
SUNY campuses.  It would be a great way to show our commitment to reducing our carbon footprint and a 
good advertisement of our sustainability goals.  It would also reduce the volume of our waste stream and 
hence contribute to a  reduction in waste hauling expenditures.  We in WRMI have noticed that at 
campus-catered events, Stony Brook-branded bottled water is served.  In our office, we are now using 
reusable pitchers filled with tap water for events to reduce waste.

I would be willing to work with whomever you choose to draft such a policy for the campus.

Subject Report of the Smoking Policy Subcommittee of the Campus Environment Committee

Hi Gil, 

I read the report of the Smoking Policy Subcommittee of the Campus Environment Committee (CEC), and 
specifically the proposal that it wishes to present to the University Senate after, I assume, it is vetted and 
approved by the CEC.  In connection with that proposal, I have a few suggestions for the CEC to consider 
when considering the subcommittee's proposal:  (1) The change from the 15-foot prohibition of all building 
entrances to a 20-foot prohibition is essentially no change at all.  That distance will still leave a residue of 
dangerous and unhealthy second-hand smoke through which non-smokers have to walk to get in or out of 
a building.  On the East Campus, the required distance is 50 feet, which makes much more sense.  (2) 
Allowing a new policy to stay in place without reviewing it for five years is tantamount to nothing more than 
a delay in considering any necessary changes.  A trial period of one year would be a much more 
appropriate and responsible approach.  (3) While it need not be part of a proposal, the CEC should be 
clear how the "impact and effectiveness" of the new policy would be gauged and include that in any 
discussion of the proposal if it is presented to the University Senate.   (4) In the prior discussion of this 
issue in the University Senate, it was pointed out that there needs to be better signage regarding the 
appropriate distance smoking can occur with respect to building entrances, placement of appropriate 
receptacles at the required distance, and increased enforcement of existing and any proposed new policy.  
I don't see any reference to any of these in the proposal. 

I would appreciate the CEC  considering these issues as it discusses the report of its subcommittee.

Ramona et al:

The reason I bring these issues up is that I believe there are major environmental crises looming 
on our campus. In my opinion the property is reaching its limit as to how much the ground can 
absorb precipitation (we cannot funnel runoff into the sewer system, which after treatment, flows 
into PJ Harbor). 

The recharge basins near the train station burst some 15 years ago and flooded Hwy 25A, 
sending huge amounts of water into the Village. Fortunately, no one was drowned, but a train 
wreck was averted when someone stopped the eastbound train at St James. In September 2005, 
the adjacent Mann Canyon (located next to the train tracks) filled to its brim with water, and 
according to Richard Mann, came within 6" of overflowing. Consequentially it was drained at 
great expense and is currently not being used. 

Campus growth means more students, more faculty, more staff, more cars, more parking needs, 
more buildings, more roads and paved areas, all with consequences for land use and runoff 
management. 

Sewage disposal is another big headache. This could be covered under "waste management"  
although that term is sometimes restricted to solid waste, radioactive waste, but not sewage.
We could change the descriptor to "water and waste management". 

Climate neutrality. I agree this could be covered under  "conservation", although the implications 
of the Presidents' Climate Commitment are profound. For example, every tree, every 
photosynthetic natural area and every manicured lawn becomes a key component in trying to 
balance the campus carbon budget. It puts conservation in a whole new light; from just 
protecting pretty areas, to fighting climate change by CO2 sequestration. 

We live in interesting times!

iii) make the action plan, inventory and periodic progress public.

These are profound and enduring challenges, which if taken seriously
will commit us to many changes in the way we use energy, conserve
natural areas and green space (CO2 abatement), commute, recycle, treat
wastes, develop renewable energy sources, etc. If taken seriously,
everything we do will have to change.

I believe we should weave the three issues listed above into the
charge before submission to the Senate Executive Committee.

great news,  Gil, thank you! 

I still have some concerns about how the charge  itself reads, insofar as it now gives the sense that this 
committee has oversight and responsibility of all the items mentioned, which I don't think is the intent.  It's 
my understanding that we essentially act in an advisory capacity on many of the issues, ie, parking and 
transportation, because we don't set policy.  We do of course, have a responsibility to bring concerns to 
the attention of the VP for Facilities, and where possible, make recommendations for corrective 
measures.  I just don't want there to be an misconception down the road that we can, and should, do more 
than we really have the "power" to do. 

Perhaps we can clarify it all by   restating the last sentence to read that "... the committee will consult with 
and advise the VP for Facilities on  the aforementioned  matters and work with the office of the VP to 
reach mutually agreeable solutions"?

It is well known that  SBU’s reputation as a 
neighbor to the surrounding communities and environmental steward is a poor one. The planned 
increase to 27,000 students, and associated increases in staff and faculty, will only serve to 
intensify these impacts.  Furthermore, it is the role of great universities to show society the way 
to new and better ways of living, and this is a unique time for SBU to finally come into that role.

The goal of Priority 12 of the Draft Five-Year plan (“Support sustainability through a green 
campus initiative”) is a significant step in the right direction. However, it does not reach far 
enough in that all of its action items are limited to simply adjusting the level (e.g. “increase, 
“decrease”, “expand”) of initiatives that are already underway.  While laudable, they are modest, 
and shortsighted.  Rather, SBU has the unique ability to play a leadership role because of our 
size, stability, intellectual and financial resources.  SBU should work to bring together the many 
key players in the regional and state economy and government, in order to work in a coordinated 
manner not otherwise possible. Because SBU is a recognized regional and local entity, we have 
the clout as well as the intimate knowledge and sensitivity of our community not held by state or 
federal agencies.

The SUNY Energy Task Force released it's recommendations last Tuesday.  A summary from the Star 
Gazette, a quote from Chancellor John Ryan and a summary of the Task Force's recommendations 
follow:

C. J. MAY is not happy.

''My boss and others want to know if Harvard is doing better than Yale, and they want to 
know why,'' moaned Mr. May, 44, a Yale graduate turned Yale employee.

The news is bad. Harvard is beating Yale. That the competition is in recycling does not 
diminish the angst. ''It is personally troubling to me,'' said Mr. May, who has been Yale's 
recycling coordinator for 17 years. ''I've been working very hard to make Yale recycle. I 
know we can do better.''

It's now or never for Mr. May and his fellow Elis, as the 10-week national competition 
known as Recyclemania enters its final week. The contest ends April 7.

Begun in 2001 as a friendly wager between the recycling directors at Ohio and Miami 
Universities, the contest this year involves 201 colleges and universities, more than 
double the number from last year, including 12 from New York State, 8 from New Jersey 
and 3 from Connecticut. (There are none from New York City.) 

The campuses compete -- for bragging rights only since there is no monetary prize -- in 
several categories, most of which use a formula to tally the amount each student, 
teacher and staff member recycles, so large and small schools can compete more 
equitably.

While winning is fun, the real goal, campus recycling coordinators and experts say, is 
actually getting young people, living on their own, to pay attention to where they throw 
their trash. 

''We have, in the United States, been establishing a recycling infrastructure for three 
decades, but when we look at rates, we are not improving,'' said Kate M. Krebs, 
executive director of the National Recycling Coalition, a nonprofit trade organization in 
Washington that runs the contest with the Environmental Protection Agency. 

National data shows that recycling over all is flat, Ms. Krebs said, but it is especially poor 
among college-age people, even though they grew up with recycling as a widespread 
practice. ''When you look at demographics, the 18- to 24-year-old sector makes little if 
any effort to recycle,'' she said. ''It is heartbreaking for those of us who have been in the 
field for a long time.''

College recycling directors say the competition helps shine a light on their efforts, which 
generally have been in place for years but are often ignored.

''If you don't make it absolutely convenient -- you walk out your door and there it is -- 
they don't want to walk to the end of the hall,'' said Kevin Lyons, director of purchasing 
at Rutgers University and a professor of environmental management.

Mark Smith, a sophomore at Princeton and Recyclemania coordinator, agreed. ''There are 



kids that don't want to recycle -- aren't going to do it no matter what,'' he said. ''There 
are kids who carry around a bottle all day until they find a receptacle for it. And then 
there are the kids who would do it if it was convenient. That's who we want to get.''

Mr. Lyons has run the recycling effort at Rutgers for 19 of its 20 years. He prides himself 
on a recycling rate that approaches 60 percent and includes 20 different items, from the 
usual paper, bottles, cans and cardboard to fluorescent bulbs, electronic waste (like 
inkjet and toner cartridges) and food. 

Still, Mr. Lyons admitted, Rutgers ''didn't do so hot'' last year in its first Recyclemania. 
But this year, as of Week 7, it was close to being tied for the lead with California State 
University at San Marcos, a two-time winner. (Standings can be found at 
recyclemaniacs.org.) Rutgers was also leading or contending in per capita recycling and 
three other categories: bottles, cans and corrugated cardboard; food service; and 
''gorilla,'' which measures gross tonnage.

To improve student participation, Mr. Lyons's office ran a two-week shredding effort 
(which collected 75,000 pounds of paper and 4,700 pounds of cardboard), dormitory 
competitions and a sculpture contest using items that otherwise would have been thrown 
away.

All great for promoting recycling, but he would also like to beat Princeton. ''We would 
have a parade on Nassau Street,'' Mr. Lyons said, referring to the main road adjacent to 
that campus.

Princeton, however, is intent on topping the other four Ivy League participants (Brown 
and Dartmouth are competing, too), despite an audit that showed that 35 percent of the 
contents of dormitory trash cans were filled with recyclables.

Which is why Princeton's building services director, Jonathan Baer, says Recyclemania is 
a plus -- win, lose or draw. ''I think it's a good time, once per year, in an increased way, 
to focus on recycling that's not punitive or paternal,'' he said. ''It's a time to reinforce our 
focus with some renewed energy.''

Michael Youdelman, Stony Brook University's recycling and resource management 
director, said he figured the best way to get students to recycle was to take the bins to 
them. So over Christmas break, some 3,500 mixed-paper recycling bins were put in 
every dorm room. People ''caught green-handed'' -- doing something environmentally 
desirable -- are entered in a drawing for a green iPod. Jennifer Myatt, a graduate student 
and outreach coordinator, runs a recycling information table offering pencils recycled 
from used currency and old jeans.

''Education, that's pretty much the hardest thing -- just educating people and getting 
them in the habit of recycling,'' Ms. Myatt said. ''We don't even think about taking out 
our trash. We can do the same with recycling.''

The Lamont-Doherty Earth Observatory of Columbia University, a small graduate 
research school in Palisades, N.Y., with fewer than 600 students, discovered that all it 
needed to do well was to do what it had always done: generate research proposals, 
which typically use huge amounts of paper. In its first year of competition, the college is 
sitting atop the recycled paper category.

''The next step is to figure out how to generate less of it,'' said Mary Reagan, who heads 



Lamont-Doherty's Recyclemania effort. But the contest, she said, had given her ''cold 
hard numbers'' for the first time confirming that recycling works.

Amy Cabaniss, environmental coordinator at Connecticut College in New London, drew 
the same conclusion after finishing in the top five in four categories last year, including 
second in food service -- a result of the college's long-standing practice of sending food 
waste to a pig farm. (Princeton has a similar arrangement; at Rutgers, food waste is 
pulped and dried, and what is left is sold to a cattle farm .) 

This year, a student at Connecticut College mapped outdoor pedestrian patterns so 
recycling and trash bins could be placed more strategically, Ms. Cabaniss said. As of 
Week 7, Connecticut was in the top five in bottles and cans and fourth in food service, 
and ahead of in-state rivals Wesleyan and Yale, but just behind another small college in 
the area, Bard College, in Annandale-on-Hudson, N.Y.

Bard's environmental resources auditor, Laurie Husted, said that despite offering prizes 
donated by local businesses, student participation had not been as strong as she had 
hoped. Still, Recyclemania was ''stirring the pot -- I'm seeing the effects in other ways,'' 
she said.

Which is what brings Mr. May at Yale, ever the optimist, back to Recyclemania for the 
fourth time. He may never be able to overcome the inherent problem of Yale's historic 
buildings, which have no halls, so recycling bins are in the basement, requiring a lot of 
student motivation. But he hopes a new plan to pick up paper directly from desks will 
help. ''Our goal is to try to getup to 40 percent recycling in the next few years,'' Mr. May 
said.

Meteorological advances have made it easier to track and predict the path of hurricanes 
and nor'easters. But what if there was a way to forecast the flooding that serious storms 
bring?

With nearly half a million residents in the floodplain of the South Shore, Long Island is 
particularly vulnerable to the devastating effects of storm surge - the wall of water that 
storm winds push toward shore.

So it's only fitting that a computer model to more accurately predict storm surge is being 
developed here. For the past five years, scientists at Stony Brook University's Marine 
Sciences Research Center have been working the kinks out of a system they hope local 
governments will be able to use to decide where - and when - to evacuate as storms roll 
in. 

"It's like weather forecasting for the ocean," said Malcolm Bowman, a Stony Brook 
oceanography professor working on the project.

Water rises rapidly when pushed by a hurricane's fierce winds, but the surge typically 
recedes after a few hours as the storm moves on. By contrast, a nor'easter might hang 
around for nearly a week, long enough so that "water can get in every corner," Bowman 
said.

Tides add another variable. The water piled on by a lingering nor'easter can wreak havoc 
each time high tide rolls in. A hurricane that bears down during low tide might cause 
minimal flooding, but high tide elevates the height of a surge.

That height spells bad news for people and property along Long Island's low-lying South 
Shore, which experts say could flood as far north as Sunrise Highway in a bad hurricane.

The fragile string of barrier islands to the south provide little protection from the open 
waters of the Atlantic. As recently as 1992, a nor'easter rammed through a 
Westhampton beach to create Pike's Inlet, destroying scores of houses and causing more 
dramatic tidal fluctations along the South Shore until the breach was plugged by the 
Army Corps of Engineers.

The goal of the Stony Brook project is to predict dangerous storm surge some 48 hours 
before it hits - enough time for local governments to arrange for shelters and move 
residents out of harm's way.

To do that, researchers sandwiched two different computer models together. The top one 
simulates and predicts the weather - atmospheric conditions and precipitation - while the 
bottom one does the same for the water.

Both models are built from mathematical equations that describe how the atmosphere 
and the oceans move as forces drive them. "The heat of the sun causes winds to blow, 
and the wind pushes the oceans around," Bowman said.

The models have been running since 2002, tracking sea level and storm surge at stations 
from New York Harbor to the northern coast of Long Island Sound. Researchers see how 



well their predictions line up with the behavior of actual storms, and then make 
adjustments accordingly. The more storms researchers observe, the better they 
understand their behavior. "Each storm has its own personality," Bowman said.

Eventually, Bowman hopes to offer the model to the National Oceanic Atmospheric 
Administration for use.

But it's not quite ready for prime time. On a recent day, the difference between 
predictions for storm surge in Kings Point and the actual observed level ranged between 
nearly 1 1/2 feet to spot on.

"We're fine-tuning it," Bowman said. "There are all sorts of knobs we can twiddle, 
changing equations and such."

I think the newly configured "charge" is appropriate, and I will support it in the Senate when it is proposed.

I think the letter to DPW is fine.  I did not mention in the CEC meeting but the kind of contaminated 
groundwater break-through into coastal waters  referred to in the letter as an eventual possibility appears 
to have occurred in the Forge River area on the south shore where we have initiated a research program.   
Believe me, we wouldn't want similar phenomena here.  If it did occur in the present case, it would be 
virtually impossible to remediate.   More carefully thoughtout solutions must be found.

I would propose the following minor alterations:

Insert something like:  "naturally functioning"  after "valuable" and before "open space" in item 3.   Other 
wording is possible but it is important to emphasize that retaining natural soils and forested regions is not 
simply for the sake of open space per se but also to maintain their roles in natural biogeochemical and 
hydrological cycling, and of course, as refugia for diverse plant and animal communities (a more explicit 
expansion of "ecological impacts").

Also, in item 3.  I suggest adding at the end a sentence which indicates the broad support within the 
campus community to retain natural areas.  Perhaps:    "The proposal also is counter to past resolutions 
of the University Senate, a representative body of the entire campus community, which have unanimously 
supported preservation of forested area on campus to the greatest extent possible."   

(The last such general resolution of the Senate regarding natural areas was in 2001.  Malcolm Bowman 
and I plan to reintroduce the same proposal to the Senate for reaffirmation, and to ensure that it is 
recorded in electronically available minutes).  

Finally, Barbara Chernow's formal position as VP should be indicated in the copy line of the letter.

Subject a topic for the Standing Committee on Campus Environment

Gil-

I have received a few comments (complaints) aboout the parking situation on the East Campus.  This 
unrewarding topic falls by default into the Campus Environment Committee mission.  In simplest terms, 
there have been more parking permits issued than can be accommodated at peak periods of some and 
maybe most days.  The result is that people cruise around in the garages for extended periods looking for 
a freshly vacated spot.  Since there are a fair number  of clinical faculty and staff who have obligations 
both in the HSC and at medical and hospital administration offices at Tritech Technology Park on rte 347 
and other off-campus sites, this actually interferes with attending to state business,   In addition, students 
can end up being late for classes and many people are trapped on the campus at lunch time when they 
would prefer to go to a local restaurant or run an errand.

Parking has always been a problem because there has been constant program expansion and increases 
in size of the various student bodies in the HSC schools.  I am sure that  attention is being paid to it by the 
administration since there has been a lot of asphalt laid down but the problem for the users remains.  I 
don't think that your committee can do more than assess the administration's approach but it would be 
good to show that the University Senate is interested and sensitive to its constituents' needs and desires.  
Holding hearings is probably unneccessary.  A letter of inquiry to the proper administration office should 
be sufficient to get an answer.  Adding the topic to your agenda and putting the results of your research 
into your annual report would do that.  There is always the chance that you put in a constructive 
suggestion.

Although I am no longer a voting member of the committee,  I will offer my opinion as an at-large member.  
I have always assumed that the aspects of campus security dealt with by the CEC concerned issues 
external to buildings.  In particular, these would be issues that intertwine personal security and 
environment  such as lighting, routing of walkways, pedestrian and traffic safety, and so on.    I think the 
CEC should not be involved with issues of security internal to buildings, personal altercations, etc.

On another front, I think that the CEC should critically examine the environmental implications of the 
administration's new student enrollment target of 25,000.  In my opinion, continued unconstrained growth 
will not only lower the quality of the academic and work experience for all at the University (not a CEC 
issue) but must necessarily significantly degrade the campus environment (a CEC issue).  As a University 
Senator and faculty member, I have requested a copy of the quantitative analysis that the administration 
must have done concerning the multiple impacts of the continued dramatic enrollment increases but my 
requests have been ignored up to now.

I am a professor of biology at the C.W. Post Campus of Long Island University, and the Vice President of 
the Long Island Botanical Society.
I just had occasion to visit via the internet the minutes and related information for the Stony Brook 
committee that you chair that deals with the campus environment,  and when I read that someone had (or 
would) present a plan for the Southampton Campus to the committee, it occurred to me that you might be 
the right person for me to contact.  
The edge of the Southampton campus hosts the only known occurrence in New York State of the Silvery 
Aster, Symphyotrichum (=Aster) concolor .  I was last there about 4 years ago, and there still were a few 
plants.  I presume that an environmental impact study had to be performed, but I also know that things 
like this can easily be missed.
It would be a shame if the population could not be preserved, and particularly so if it is unintentionally 
destroyed out of ignorance of its presence.  Is this a matter that your committee ought to look into?

Albany – SUNY Chancellor John R. Ryan today directed the Office of University Life and the 
Student Life Committee of the SUNY Board of Trustees to develop an implementation plan to 
prohibit smoking in all residential facilities operated by and for SUNY, as of the beginning of 
the Fall 2007 semester.  
 
SUNY’s State-operated residential facilities are currently 87 percent smoke-free.  Only a limited 
number of campuses allow smoking in some of their dorms and residential facilities.  
 
“We need to make this 100 percent,” Ryan told the Board of Trustees at its June 27, 2006, 
meeting.  “Smoking is not only a health risk but also a safety risk as cigarettes serve ignition 
sources that result in fires. Our job is not just to educate students, but also to keep or start them 
on a path towards a healthy lifestyle. ”
 
The plan, said Ryan, would be limited to residential facilities, while the remainder of the 
campus would be subject to the Clean Indoor Air Act, which prohibits smoking in public 
facilities, as well as local campus rules, which may restrict this activity further.  SUNY will 
need to address certain campus concerns and implementation issues in order to help campuses 
and students in these regards.  
 
During the legislative session, the State Senate and Assembly were considering a proposal to 
prohibit smoking in residential facilities at SUNY, CUNY and the private college campuses 
throughout New York State.  Ryan encouraged the Board of Trustees to take the lead on this 
issue and ban smoking in all residential facilities operated for and by the State University.  
Under Ryan’s leadership, SUNY has implemented smoke-free policies in residential facilities at 
two colleges.  
 
Many SUNY campuses currently prohibit smoking in their residence halls.  Some instituted 
policies in the early 1990s, and others more recently followed suit.  Last year, Upstate Medical 
Center became the first SUNY campus to go completely smoke-free.  
 
The State University of New York is the largest comprehensive university system in the United 
States, educating more than 414,000 students in 7,669 degree and certificate programs on 64

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n. — Yale will run one if its shuttle buses at Commencement with biodiesel fuel made 
with cooking oil recycled from its dining halls, University officials have announced.

The University has been operating the bus for the past month with a test blend of fuel 
that is 50 percent biodiesel. The bus will be run for the first time solely on biodiesel at 
the 2006 Commencement.“The experiment with 100 percent biodiesel complements 
Yale’s use of alternative fuels in the rest of its shuttle fleet,” said Associate Vice 
President for Administration Janet Lindner. “The University has converted all of its 
shuttle buses to biodiesel, in a blend with ultra-low sulfur diesel, as part of its 
commitment to a greener campus and cleaner air. We have been making use of 
alternative fuel vehicles, such as hybrids, within our fleet and this month we began using 
alternative fuel in all Yale shuttle buses. These efforts will help promote a healthier 
environment for the New Haven community.”

The project to recycle cooking oil originated when a student who wanted to power his 
automobile with vegetable oil approached David Johnson, a research scientist at Yale. 
Working together, they applied a catalyst to remove the glycerin in the cooking oil and 
separate out the biofuel. “By removing the glycerin from vegetable oil, we essentially 
reduce its flashpoint from 600 degrees to 300 degrees, which allows us to use it as 
heating oil,” Johnson said. “Any car, truck or bus will run on it, with minimal 
modifications.”

Because the oil is a natural byproduct of plants growing in the United States, there’s no 
negative effect on the atmosphere, said Johnson. “The plants pull carbon dioxide out of 
the air; burning the fuel puts it back into the air, thus the effect is neutral,” said Johnson. 
“Whereas with fossil fuel, which was trapped hundreds of years ago, there are no plants 
to pull the carbon dioxide out of the air, so burning those fuels raises CO2 levels, which 
in turn leads to global warming.”

The use of biodiesel made in the United States can also help 
reduce dependence on foreign oil supplies. “If we put our heads 
together, we can put a dent in it,” Johnson said of dependence 
on foreign oil.

The biodiesel fuel is made in laboratories on the Yale campus. 
Oil used for frying in the dining halls is collected by Yale 
Recycling and delivered to Sterling Chemistry Laboratory, 
where Johnson works with students to turn the waste oil into 
biodiesel.

Donald Relihan, director of support services at Yale, said, “The ultra-low sulfur diesel 
(ULSD) combined with biodiesel runs much cleaner than conventional diesel fuel.” He 
said the sulfur content of ULSD is reduced from approximately 500 parts per million to 
15 parts per million and can reduce particulate matter air pollution by up to 14 percent.  
When combined with a 20 percent biodiesel (B20), particulate matter air pollution is 
further reduced 10–15 percent.  Relihan added,  “B20 is currently the most common 
form of biodiesel, derived from soybean oil, and requires no vehicle, equipment or 
infrastructure modifications to use.  In preparation for the switch, the Yale buses were 
recently retrofitted with oxygenating catalytic converters and specialized filters that 
capture crankcase emissions.”

“The conversion has been painless,” said Ed Bebyn, Yale’s manager of parking and 
transit. “We are happy to be out in the forefront with environmentally friendly fuels and 
vehicles.”

The use of biodiesel from recycled cooking oil is part of the University’s effort to 
support a greener, more sustainable community.  Use of ULSD B20 helps reduce the 
negative impact of diesel air emissions on campus.  In addition, B20 when combined 
with ULSD helps engines run more smoothly and last longer.

In your role as President of the University Senate, I ask that you please forward this message to the 
members of the University Senate Executive Committee. These recommendations are made in response 
to their request for reconsideration of our original recommendations on the Stony Brook University no 
smoking policy.

The attached recommendations propose a total ban on all smoking inside and outside of all campus 
buildings. It will directly impact all faculty, staff, students, patients, and other visitors to campus that 
smoke.  These recommendations allow for a transition phase from the existing policy, to a reduction of 
designated smoking areas on campus, to an ultimate ban of all smoking within a period of no more than 
three years. This interim period is only to announce the policy and provide an opportunity for public 
education and smoking abatement for individuals. This time frame parallels that given to passengers 
before the airline industry went smoke free, as followed by a number of hotel chains.

This policy recommendation follows the total ban on smoking that was implemented by SUNY Upstate 
Medical University in 2005.  As reflected in the attached press release, there was strong campus-wide 
support for this policy change including that from the unions.  A copy of the Upstate policy is attached for 
review. Paralleling our own efforts Dr. Thomas Biancanello of the Stony Brook Medical Center recently 
forwarded Upstate's policy to President Kenny and other senior managers on campus, also proposing a 
total smoking ban on campus. 

This recommendation and justification supports the significant role the university has in promoting 
employee and student wellness, and health care cost containment. It also addresses related 
environmental concerns over smoking-related littering.  The university should no longer be in a 
compromised position of being both an advocate for good health, while at the same time tolerating 
unhealthy smoking behavior.

The change to the CEC report regarding the history of the Greenbelt concept is factually correct and 
should be made.  Steve Englebright originally proposed the specific integrative idea of the Greenbelt to 
the University Senate.  It is worth noting, however, that at the time of his presentation the University 
Senate and the CEC had been and were examining ideas for conserving significant natural areas on 
campus along the lines of Cornell Plantations at Cornell University.   The invitation to Steve Englebright to 
address the Senate and his proposal to the Senate was in the context of that general effort and 
subsequently became a distinct goal in itself.  So, while it was certainly a major galvanizing step forward  
for which he should be properly credited,  the concept of a regional Greenbelt encompassing both public 
and private lands should also be viewed as a natural evolution of the sustained efforts of both the 
University community (as embodied in the representative University Senate and its committees) and 
residents of the surrounding community to find ways to retain as much of our local natural heritage as 
possible.   I might add that part of the reason that the SBEC, rather than a strictly campus based 
organization, subsequently came into being to help achieve these goals was because President Kenny 
declined to support the formation of a campus organization comparable in any way to Cornell Plantations.      

On another front, I thought that the CEC might be interested in how other major universities are 
attempting to balance environmental and development concerns.  I have attached a section from my Yale 
alumni notes regarding recent building designs.  I look forward to the day when SBU might be proudly 
cited for comparable progressive actions.

Yale Honored For Building Design (http://www.yale.edu/opa/v34.n17/story6.html)
Yale has been recognized for its successful efforts to incorporate the Farmington Canal 
Heritage Trail into the design of the recently completed Malone Engineering and Research 
Building. The University is being honored for choosing the most difficult but most 
environmentally sensitive solution to the problem of constructing the new engineering 
building alongside a section of the recreation trail running through the Yale campus. Yale’s 
design for the new structure avoided filling in the canal trail or building over it.
