Maya Angelou To Kick Off Series

Maya Angelou, best noted for her
autobiographical work, I Know Why
the Caged Bird Sings, will speak on
“The Importance of Literature in
One’s Life” and the “Positive Aspects
of Multi-Cultural Diversity on a
College Campus” August 30 on
campus.

“An Afternoon with Maya
Angelou,” which is free and open to
the public, will be held at 4 p.m. on
the Main Stage in the Fine Arts
Center as part of the New Student
Convocation and the opening
presentation of the University
Distinguished Lecture Series, co-
sponsored by Stony Brook’s Office of
the Provost, Newsday, and the
Department of Student Union and
Activities.

Angelou’s account of her youth in
I Know Why the Caged Bird_Sings,
one of her four autobiographical best-
sellers published by Random House,
was aired as a two-hour TV special
for CBS in 1979. Angelou has also
published four books of poetry and
written articles for The New York
Times, Redbook, and Cosmopoli-
tan. The Ladies Home Journal
awarded her “Woman of the Year in
Communication” and listed her
among the magazine’s “Top 100 Most
Influential Women.”

With just a high school educa-

tion, Angelou has received many
honorary doctorates as well as the
Chubb Fellowship from Yale. In 1981
she was appointed the first Reynolds
Professor of American Studies at
Wake Forest University.

Angelou wrote the 1983 stage
play On A Southern Journey and
won the coveted Golden Eagle award
for a Public Broadcasting Service
(PBS) presentation titled “Afro-
American in the Arts.”

The University Distinguished
Lecture Series was launched as a co-
operative effort with Newsday in
1982 to give students, faculty and the
surrounding community the oppor-
tunity to hear and see prominent
scholars, artists and public officials.

Additional speakers this fall will
include Arthur Miller, Professor of
Law at Harvard Law School and
legal consultant on ABC-TV’s “Good
Morning America,” who will address
the issue of “Media and Privacy” in
conjunction with a daylong Censor-
ship Conference on September 28.

Previous speakers of the series
include Lerone Bennett, executive
editor of Ebony magazine, Ramsey
Clark, former attorney general of the
United States, and Donald Woods,
subject of the film “Cry Freedom” and
outspoken critic of apartheid.
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OPENING the Distinguished Lecture Series for the fall will be writer Maya
Angelou who will speak here August 30.

Former Grumman Chairman Joining Faculty

John C. Bierwirth, former chair-
man of the board of the Grumman
Corporation, Bethpage, has joined
the university’s faculty following in
his retirement from the company
August.

He is the first faculty member to
hold the title of “Stony Brook Profes-
sor,” said President John H. Mar-
burger in welcoming Bierwirth to
Stony Brook.

“The title is indicative of the
enormous respect Stony Brook has
for Mr. Bierwirth and reflects the
scope of his activities, which will cut
across the entire University,” noted
Provost Jerry R. Schubel.

Bierwirth, who joined the Grum-

man CorporationindJuly 1972 as vice
president, finance, was elected presi-
dent and chief executive officer in
November 1972. He was elected
board chairman on January 1, 1976.
He is continuing with the interna-
tional, diversified aerospace concern
as a senior management consultant.
A graduate of Yale University where
he majored in history and of Colum-
bia University’s School of Law, Bier-
wirth will be sharing his expertise
and experiences with Stony Brook
students in a variety of subjects
including foreign affairs, ethics,
education and environmental protec-
tion.

A native Long Islander, Bierwirth

is active in environmental causes,
chairing the Nature Conservancy’s
Long Island Critical Areas Program
and serving as a member of the
governing council of the Wilderness
Society.

Bierwirth is a governor of the
United Nations Association of the
United States of America. He is a
member of the board of trustees of
the Yale-China Association and a
past director of the Foreign Policy
Association. He is also a member of
the board of trustees of the Center for
the Study of the Presidency.

In May, 1983, President Ronald
Reagan appointed Bierwirth to an

Three Win Major National Honors, Financial Awards

Three Stony Brook faculty mem-
bers earned major awards this sum-
mer that carry sizable financial
rewards. Here’'s more about those
who came up in the winner’s circle:

John G. Fleagle, a paleontologist
and professor of anatomy in the
School of Medicine, is one of 31 recipi-
ents to receive a 1988 MacArthur
Fellowship.

Among the winners were a pup-
peteer, a jazz drummer and a farm
policy specialist. Recipients receive
awards ranging from $150,000 to
$375,000 over five years to use as
they wish; Fleagle received
$255,000.

Fleagle studies the evolution of
animals closely related to humans,
bothin the jungle and the laboratory.
He relates this research to the fossil
remains of their progenitors that
lived millions of years ago. He has

MacArthur Foundation created the
“no-strings” MacArthur Fellowships
in1981 with the aim of freeing excep-
tionally talented people from eco-
nomic constraints to develop their
potential. Recipients are recom-
mended by 100 anonymous nomina-
tors around the country.

Eckard A. Wimmer, chairman of
the Department of Microbiology, has
received a MERIT Award (Method to
Extend Research in Time) from the
National Institutes of Health for his
work on poliovirus.

The awards are given to selective
investigators who are leaders in
their fields based on a review of their
research by an NIH advisory council.
The award funds their research for
five years plus an additional three to
five years. In Wimmer’s case, he will
receive about $3.5 million.

Wimmer is studying whether
poliovirus can be used to develop new
vaccines. Once a major cause of
devastating disease in the United
States, poliomyelitis has nearly dis-
appeared in America because of two
vaccines developed by Jonas Salk
and Albert Sabin. The disease, how-
ever, still is widespread in Third
World countries.

One of the goals of Wimmer’s
reasearch is to improve the current
vaccines by making them more resis-
tant to heat. Moreover, Wimmer is
investigating the mechanism of po-
liovirus growth and possibilities to
develop antiviral drugs.

Poliovirus belongs to a family of
viruses called picornaviruses, which
includes the enteroviruses that can
cause a variety of serious diseases
such as meningitis, hepatitis and
heart disease, and the rhinoviruses,
which are responsible for the com-
mon cold. By studying poliovirus,

Top National Honors

Brugge discovered the protein
product of an oncogene called sre.
The gene is important because it was
found in association with the Rous
sarcoma virus, a virus that causes
cancer. The gene was captured by the
virus from normal cells. Brugge is
studying how the protein product of
this gene functions in normal cells
and how this protein, once altered, is
able to change a normal cell to a
tumor cell.

Brugge said the src gene is a
model ‘system for studying the
mechanism of tumor development,
and that the long-range goal of her
work is to develop more effective and
less toxic therapies to treat cancer.

Brugge received a bachelors
degree from Northwestern Univer-
sity and a Ph.D. from Baylor College
of Medicine in Houston. She com-
pleted a postdoctoral fellowship at
the University of Colorado Medical
Center in Denver. She has been
teaching at Stony Brook since 1979.

Italian Language Scholarship pro-
gram for students seeking a gradu-
ate degree in Italian studies at Stony
Brook. The center also publishes
Forum Italicum, one of the world’s
leading journals devoted to Italian
studies.

Mignone is also the director of
the university’s summer program in
Rome.

He is a member of the American
Association of Teachers of Italian
and the Italian National Honor Soci-
ety.

He received a bachelor’s degree
from City College of New York and
master’s and doctorate degrees from
Rutgers University. :

Helen Cooper, associate profes-
sor of English, first became inter-
ested in the poetry of Elizabeth
Barrett Browning (1806-1861) as a
graduate student studying Victorian
poets.

She learned about the male poets
— Alfred, Lord Tennyson, Matthew
Arnold and Robert Browning — but
Barrett Browning was not on the
reading list. The time was the early
70s and the feminist movement was
asserting itself.

In her latest book, Elizabeth
Barrett Browning, Woman and Artist
(Chapel Hill: University of North
Carolina Press, 1988), Cooper claims
that Barrett Browning writes about
what it means to be a female poet
writing in a male tradition.

While her earliest poems were
modeled after male poets, including
Homer and Milton, Barrett Brown-
ing later began to develop her own
voice, one that dealt with the
struggle of being a female poet in
Victorian times.

Cooper argues that Barrett
Browning makes the transition from
being a female poet writing like a
man - woman as object - to a female
poet writing as a woman - woman as
subject - in “Sonnets from the Portu-
guese,” (1850) which contain the
famous “How do I love thee? Let me
count the ways.”

“The ‘Sonnets’ first bring into
harmony ‘" a woman and T the
poet,” Cooper writes. “(They) record
the transformation of woman from

muse/helpmeet/object into poet/crea-
tor/subject.”

Cooper argues that “Aurora
Leigh” (1857), a nine-book novel-
poem, is the poet’s most important
work. The poem is a fictional version
of Barrett Browning’s own matura-
tion as a poet. "Aurora Leigh" tells
the story of a young woman who

wants to be a poet but is constrained
by society’s mores that say she should

be a helpmate to a man.

Cooper, director of graduate pro-
grams for the English Department,
received a 1987-88 Research Devel-
opment Grant from the university to
work on a third book, Gender and

Representation in Pre-Raphaelite Po-
etry.

Cooper received a bachelor’s
degree from King’s College, Univer-
sity of London, master’s degrees from
City College and Rutgers University
and a Ph.D. from Rutgers. She has
been teaching at Stony Brook since
1980.
