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Bynum Expands 
Biology Education 
David Bynum, Associate Professor 
of Biochemistry and Cell Biology, 
has been named winner of the 
Fourth Annual Bruce Alberts 
Award for Outstanding Contribu­
tions to Science Education. The 
award, named for the President of 
the National Academy of Sciences, 
is presented by the American Soci­
ety for Cell Biology. 

Bynum is being honored for 
the range and depth of his activi­
ties in the field of science. He has 
been especially active in transform­
ing biology education through 
hands-on research and developing 
programs to provide research 
opportunities to underrepresented 
students. In 1995, Bynum created 
the Long Island Group Advancing 
Science Education (LIGASE) to 
achieve those goals. 

He has promoted student 
research through the establish­
ment of Howard Hughes Medical 
Institute research scholarships 
totaling more than $300,000 and 
through the design of innovative, 
research-based courses. In addi­
tion, he has encouraged underrep­
resented students to pursue sci­
ence careers by developing new 
scholarships, research opportuni­
ties, and summer programs. More 
than 15,000 middle and high school 
students have performed experi­
ments in the LIGASE Biotechnology 
Teaching Laboratory. A course he 
designed recently, Masters in 
Teaching Biology, now has 30 
matriculating students. To support 
these efforts, Bynum has secured 
almost $7 million in funding from 
the National Science Foundation, 
the National Institutes of Health, 
and the Howard Hughes Medical 
Institute.

When you make a contribution to the Carol M. Baldwin Breast Can­
cer Research Fund by way of the Stony Brook Cares campaign, 
you are enabling Stony Brook University Hospital researchers to 

take a crucial first step in the research process. 
"We've made significant progress in cancer research thanks to the 

Carol Baldwin Breast Cancer Fund," said Assistant Physiology Professor 
Nicolas Nassar. Nassar uses X-ray crystallography to determine how pro­
teins interact with each other in breast cancers. "When you apply to the 
National Institutes of Health and the National Science Foundation [for fund­
ing], you have to present a feasible project and show results before they give 
you the money. You have to buy chemicals and equipment when starting 
out, and you have to justify every item you want to purchase in your budget. 
The Carol Baldwin Fund helped us buy those items." 

Stony Brook's Department of Pathology is conducting research to clari­
fy the clinical significance of small deposits of breast cancer cells in axillary 
lymph nodes. These lymph nodes are obtained from the armpit with a new 
technique called lymphatic mapping, which allows the surgeon to find the 
sentinel node, the one most likely to harbor a metastasis. 

Doris Weisman, a member of the executive board for the Baldwin Fund, 
said, "It takes a lot of bricks to build a wall. We are working to build a 
wall against breast cancer." Last year, $12,847.15 was raised for the 
Baldwin Fund.

The Long Island Cancer Center (LICC) at Stony Brook University has 

just received $245,000 from the Fashion Footwear Charitable Founda­
tion. The monies were raised from the "FFANY Presents Shoes on 

Sale" benefit that aired on the QVC network in October. 
"The funds will be used to support the Long Island Cancer Center's 

breast cancer research and education activities," said LICC Director Dr. 
John Kovach. 'We are grateful for the support of FFANY and QVC in recog­
nition of Stony Brook's initiatives and achievements in cancer research, 
patient care, education, and community service." 

This is the first year that Stony Brook's Cancer Center has received 
funds from the eight-year-old program. Among the other leading recipients 
were Johns Hopkins Oncology Center in Baltimore, Cedars-Sinai Research 
for Women's Cancers in Los Angeles, the University of Pennsylvania Cancer 
Center in Philadelphia, and the University of Michigan Comprehensive Can­
cer Center in Ann Arbor. 

The mission of the LICC is to prevent and cure cancer through state-of-
the-art multidisciplinary research and provide comprehensive cancer care 
and information to patients and the public. "The award will help us integrate 
molecular and genetic analyses of tumor tissues into ongoing epidemiologi­
cal studies," Kovach said.
