Dr. Pessin Joins

School of Medicine

Expert in Diabetes Research

Dr. Jeffrey Pessin, an internationally
known expert and researcher in dia-
betes, has been named Chair of the
Department of Pharmacological
Sciences in the School of Medicine.

“Dr. Pessin is an outstanding
researcher whose wealth of experi-
ence and knowledge will set the
course for what has historically been
one of the University’s most out-
standing departments,” said Dr.
Norman H. Edelman, Vice President
for the Health Sciences Center and
Dean of the School of Medicine.

A well-regarded research scien-
tist, Dr. Pessin has served on numer-
ous scientific review panels, research
boards, and program development
committees. He has also been
active in the management of the
peer review process, serving as
Editor-in-Chief for Endocrinology and
Editor for the American Journal of
Physiology. Prior to his Stony Brook
appointment, Dr. Pessin was the
University of Iowa’s Distinguished
Professor of Physiology and
Biophysics and Associate Director of
the Diabetes and Endocrinology
Research Center. He received the Eli
Lilly Outstanding Investigator Award
from the American Diabetes
Association in 1996.

Dr. Nachman
Receives $8M Grant

Stony Brook University Hospital
physician Dr. Sharon A. Nachman
has received a five-year award of
more than $8 million from the
National Institute of Child Health
and Human Development (NICHD)
to conduct pediatric and maternal
AIDS clinical trials. These will be the
only NICHD-sponsored clinical trials
on Long Island.

Dr. Nachman is an Associate
Professor of Pediatrics in Infectious
Diseases in the School of Medicine
and Director of the Maternal-Child
HIV Program at University Hospital.
She is a nationally renowned
researcher and expert in infectious
diseases and has received funding
from the NICHD since 1992. She has
published and lectured extensively
on HIV and AIDS and contributes
her expertise to the Centers for
Disease Control and the New York
State Department of Health’s AIDS
Institute to develop clinical guide-
lines for the management of pedi-
atric HIV infection and reducing
perinatal HIV transmission.

“The funding we have received
and will continue to receive allows us
to do work that is valuable not only to
Long Islanders, but also to the
nation’s population afflicted with
AIDS,” Dr. Nachman said. “Here at
Stony Brook, we have made tremen-
dous strides in managing AIDS
infection. The award from the
NICHD is further evidence of the
quality research we are doing in this
important area.”

Film Festival
Attracts Thousands

ow in its seventh
year, the 2002 Stony
Brook Film Festival

had more than 15,000 atten-
dees for the 40 feature and
short films during the 11-
day festival, which ran from
July 17 to 27. The festival
featured new independent
films, world premieres, and
some of the year’s most
highly acclaimed films.
Several films that premiered
at the festival are now in
negotiation for distribution.

Each film screened in
the Staller Center theatre is
shown once, with at least two films presented each evening preceded by
a short. Filmmakers traveling the country with their films have praised
Festival Director Alan Inkles for the well-organized and professional
venue. Most of the directors were on hand to introduce their films, and
lively question-and-answer sessions followed the screenings. Cast mem-
bers came out for many of the films, including ER’s Kristin Minter, who
acted in The Bread, My Sweet.

At the Closing Night Ceremony, Inkles, along with Village Voice Film
Critic Michael Atkinson, presented awards to the winning filmmakers.
Inkles gave a Festival Achievement Award to actor/director Frank
Whaley for Outstanding Contribution to Independent Cinema. Max
Myers, Director of Don’t Let Go, received a Festival Achievement Award
in Filmmaking. The Grand Prize film was Almost Salinas, a tribute to
James Dean and directed by Terry Allen Green.

$1.9M Grant to
Support Science

Stony Brook has been awarded a
$1.9 million grant from the Howard
Hughes Medical Institute (HHMI)
to support its biological sciences
education programs. This award
will enhance education from grade
school through graduate school
and enables the University to sup-
port several major activities.

Stony Brook will broaden its
work with school districts, teachers,
teachers-in-training, and students to
integrate current science concepts
into K-12 education. The University
will continue to bring biology and
related disciplines to undergraduate
students by making new problem-
based courses available in areas such
as bioethics, computational biology,
and science teaching. Research and
education will be more closely linked
through the expansion of teaching
education programs and teaching fel-
lowship opportunities.

“These efforts will allow us to
continue to increase the quality and
reach of our already outstanding pro-
grams,” said David Bynum, Associate
Professor of Biochemistry, who will
direct the grant. The major activities
of the award will be carried out by the
Long Island Group Advancing
Science Education (LIGASE), an
organization created by Bynum.

The University is one of 44
schools nationwide to receive such
an award and the only public institu-
tion in New York State to do so.

“Aki Matsuri” (Japanese Autumn

The first part of the festival is
free, so come and enjoy many cul-
tural demonstrations and activities
including ikebana (flower arrang-
ing), a tea ceremony, calligraphy,
works by Japanese craftsmen and
martial arts (kendo, judo, karate),
and lifestyle exhibits.

Hanayui is a group of three
Japanese women who combine a
unique blend of song and dance
with taiko drumming to produce a
visually stunning show.

In addi-
tion to drums, the group incorpo-
rates bamboo flutes, brass bells,
conch shells, and gongs into its per-
formances. More than percussion,
there is always a visual element that
requires  physical  strength,
endurance, and energy, making
taiko such an exciting experience.

Also performing will be Marco
Lienhard, a master at the Japanese
bamboo flute “shakuhachi” and
Masayo Ishigure, who will play the
koto, a Japanese stringed instrument.

Judex Receives
Prestigious Award

Stefan Judex, Assistant Professor
in the Department of Biomedical
Engineering, has been awarded
the Promising Young Scientist
award by the International Society
of Biomechanics, which recognizes
scientific achievement and honors
those who have made outstanding
contributions to the field. The
award is designed to acknowledge
people who have performed superi-
or biomechanics research early in
their careers.

Judex’s research focuses on
how organ systems such as the
skeleton respond to altered func-
tional demand such as changes in
physical activity. Specifically, he has
been interested in combining molec-
ular and genetic analyses with engi-
neering approaches to study the
response of bone to physical stimuli
from the organ to the nucleus. The
ability of tissues to respond to exer-
cise with an increase in mass and
strength was recognized long ago,
yet the mechanisms by which bones
sense these stimuli are unknown.

Understanding how mechanical
signals are translated into a biologi-
cal response will require the integra-
tion of engineering with biology, ulti-
mately leading to the design of safe
physical interventions that will max-
imize tissue strength in young
adults and prevent the loss of tissue
mass and strength in the elderly.
The discovery of genes involved in
regulating the organ and tissue
response to mechanical stimuli may
facilitate the development of novel
drugs capable of slowing bone loss
and promoting bone formation.

8,500-seat outdoor stadium on September 14. With the press box and

VIP suites fully enclosed, the attention will now center on putting the

nishing touches on Suffolk County’s largest outdoor facility.

The Stony Brook football team will christen the stadium on
September 14 when they tackle Long Island rival St. John’s University
at 6:00 p.m.

The all-weather field surface, lights, bleachers, and chairbacks are
fully installed. The 40-foot by 50-foot scoredboard, complete with a jumbo
screen, is near installation as well. The facility will also include modern
concession, merchandise and media facilities, and high-intensity lighting
for night and television events.

“This new stadium will be a great showcase for our intercollegiate ath-
letics program,” said President Kenny. “It will also provide to the campus,
and to the community, a venue for a wide range of events as part of our
continuing effort to maintain the University’s place as the hub for the edu-
cational, cultural, and community activity in the region.”

The football team and the men’s and women’s soccer and lacrosse
teams will all play their games at the new stadium. Other anticipated uses
for the stadium include commencement exercises, concerts, high school
championships, and other community events.

Students who want to enter the halftime drawing of free tuition for
one semester can do so by registering at the designated table at the sta-
dium entrance before the conclusion of the first quarter. The winner will
be announced at half-time.
