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Mr . Baisley , Mr . Caputo, I am Ann 

Sielman , Pres ident , and as such I speak 

on behalf of t he League of \vomen Voters 

of Suffolk County , with a membersh ip of 

between six and seven hundred women . 

Before I proceed with my prepared 

statement , I would like to respond to Mr . 

Butler ' s statement . I am a woman . I 

have four children of school age . I am 

a consumer . We separate our paper , bot­

tles , and so forth . We save aluminum 

cans but we can ' t find a center to take 

them to . 

Living near Nassau County, we do 

not bring detergents into Suffolk County 

because we are in support of our water 

supply than getting clean clothes . 

The League of Women Voters has long 

been concerned with the quality of the 

environment . Since 1970, we have broad­

ened that concern to include the problems 

of solid waste . From our study of all 

solid waste problems (of which one problem 

is t hat of non-returnable beverage con­

tainers) has come a renewed concern for 
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our environment, for our wasted energy and 

natural resources, for t he increasing volume 

of solid waste requiring d!aposal , and for 

the higher costs which consumers pay for 

the convenience of all types of disposable 

packaging . 

Our study led us to conclude that 

we must do what we can to decrease the mound 

of solid waste which our throwaway mode 

of life engenders and which threatens to 

engulf us . re believe that we must en-

courage reuse, recycling and reclamation 

as the individual case may dictate, for 

not all of these methods are equally ap-

propriate for all waste materials . Above 

all, whatever solutions are found to the 

solid waste problem, they must be environ­

mentally sound . Hence, t he LWV bas ap­

peared at hearings held by EPA and the 

Federal Energy Adlllinistrat ion, by Senator 

Smith , Senator Pisani and Assemblyman Cooper­

man , by this county on April 16, 1974, and 

locally in Smithtown to try to encourage 

the Smithtown Board to join with Huntington, · 

Islip and Babylon in t he new multi-town , 



latest technology waste disposal pl ant. 

And , here we go again . 
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At the Suffolk County hearing on 

April 16 , 1974 , attended by a full house 

of environmentalists and representat ives 

of the bottling , brewery , distribut or and 

trucking industries , the issue of lit ter 

and the cost of cleaning it up , as a valid 

reason for a Suffolk County Beverage Con­

t ainer Act was thoroughly aired so I wil l 

not discuss it again today . 

Tbe League's content:i:n that manu­

facturing disposable beverage containers 

produces five to seven and half times 

more polluted water than manufacturing 

the equivalent number of returnables was 

not particularly addressed because bot­

tles and cans are not produced in Suffolk 

County in any great numbers , if at all , 

but I would like to point out that from 

the pOint of view of a statewide beverage 

container law , fifty gallons of wast ewater 

per ton of containers results from the 

manufacture of all bottles , but for each 

ton of steel cans produced , there will be 
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two hundred sixty-two gallons of waste­

water produced , and for aluminum cont a i ners 

the wastewater volume rises to eight hun­

dr ed forty gallons . Since th i s i s a county 

wathserious wastewater concerns , these 

figures are at least of pass.i ng i nt er est . 

The subject of resource management 

was similarly not particularly addressed . 

Considering the rude awakening t hat we have 

felt since even 1974, in terms of r esources 

and the concomitant rise in cost as r e­

sources diminish , I would like to pOint out 

that a potential shortage of al uminum , 

steel and tin .is more believable these 

days than in the golden days of the pre ­

r ecession era , whereas sand , t he basic in­

gredient of bottles is abundant and will 

r emain so . Since short ages of mater i als 

generally increase the price , it seems a 

fa i r assert .ion that with in recognizable 

margins ·of error , the cost of cans has t he 

potential of rising considerably more than 

t he cost of bottles . 

The primary issue which emerged 

at t he April 16 , 1974 hearing was the vo-
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ciferous concern of the representatives 

of the industries involved as to the 

~onomic hardships which such a law would 

place upon t hem . I distinctly remember 

Mr . Klein stating that he was sick and 

tired of hearing unsubstantiated cries of 

economic woe from the industry and would 

t he i ndustry please back their contentions 

with facts and figures . 

To t hi s date , he has received no-

thing . Mr . Daniel J . Adams , Vice-Pre~i-

dent, northeastern region of t he United 

States Brewers Association offered u to 

provide t he a'ppropriate information and 

analyses . ft Dr . Harris Fischer of the 

Department of Environmental Control, in 

following up on ~1r. Adams ' offer , asked 

that such a statement would "set forth 

specific figures and estimates for Suf­

folk County, dealing with such items as: 

employment gains and losses , consune r 

costs , effects on businesses such as 

supermarkets, dellcattessons, beverage 

distributors , et cetera and short term 

business effects . " 
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Dr . ,F'1scher f IS sigle reply in all 

this time in one letter from ~ir . Adams 

wbicb offers to "work with , " a different 

matter, Dr .. Fischer in tbepreparatlon of 

an eeonOfllic impact-cast-benefit statement , 

a.sks for county data on the annual litter 

control eost for all 11 tter :for 1971 , 1972, 

and 1973, and t he per ton disposal cost , 

and finally, a.n odd bit about the "intent'· 

of the law . 

To my knowledge, nothing further 

has been recei.ved by the governnlent of 

Suffolk County from ~ir . Adams or any other 

represen tat 1 va of the potent 1a11y affected 

industries . On the other hand , I am aware 

of busy mailings of statements on 8 and a 

balf by eleven mimeograpbed sheets to smal l 

businesses in Suffolk County for the purpose 

of frigtening tbem witb intimations of 

dire econotnic consequences to them if they 

do not oppose t he local law under dis­

cussion today . Apparently , these in­

dustries have ample fund s for scare tac­

'tics but no funds for substantative re­

search . 
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I do not wish to imply in my 

criticism of t he way in wh ich the affected 

i ndustries responded to Mr . Klein 's re­

quest for solid facts and figures , nor 

even the scare tactics being used today , 

that t he League of Women Voters is not 

fully aware of what the economic hard­

ships eould be . 

Oone problem could be an initial 

loss of jobs . But the Oregon Environ­

mental Council and a study by t wo pro­

fessors at Oregon State University agree 

that there was an overall gain of about 

three hunded sixty-five new jobs and an 

additional payroll of 1 . 6 million doTIars 

as a result of Oregon ' s beverage contain­

er law . 

In the winter of 1975, the New 

York Chamber of Commerce , reacting to 

lobbying in Albany by the League of 

Women Voters of New York State, pro­

jected that even a shift in the present 

container mix would "close one of our 

largest breweries" and "in the New York 

State beer industry would have an un-
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employment impact in the thousands . ft 

Despiw repeated and dile pre­

dictions of massive unemployment , sharp 

increases in the costs of beverages , and 

enormous capital losses in Oregon follow­

ing the enactment of deposit legislation , 

even the industry-oriented magazine , 

Softdrinks, considered the bottlers, 

brewers , and container manufacturers 

"on the unfortunate side of a substantial 

credibility gap . Claiming all along that 

the law would wreak havoc on their busi­

nesses and fail to stop litter , they seem 

for the most part to have been proven 

wrong . " 
Industry predict ions of dire 

economic repercussions from beverage 

container legislation certainly are wor­

risome, and are just as certainly the 

reason why this type of legislation was 

not passed years ago . But no one can 

predict with accuracy how a deposit law 

would affect the economy of New York State 

if this were Se:ator Smith 's bill nor that 

of Suffolk County with the local law before

A great deal depends on the 

provisions of the proposed law: whether 

it calls for a deposit , as this one 

does , or a ban on certain types of con­

tainers; whether there is adequate phase­

in time to minimize economic disruption 

in this law a little less than one year, 

except for present returnable bottles; 

whether assistance of some kind is offered 

to industries which must make operational 
r 

adjustments in order to handle returnable 

bottles, and this Legislature could con­

sider that. 

Stability of the demand for beve­

rages and containers or their semi­

finished raw materials, the extent and 

location of the market area, ability to 

obtain capital for replacing worn-out 

equipment or for different equipment , the 

interest rate for borrowing such capital, 

and the profit and loss record of the in­

dividual companies must be considered . 

Energy costs, costs for raw materials , 

labor costs, costs for transportation, 
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than for reusable bottles ; and that the 

solid waste disposal problem in our county, 

in our state and our nation is severe and 

more difficult of solution each year. A 

beverage container law is but one way to 

attack the real problem of decreasing the 

volume of solid waste and saving energy and 

natural resources. The solid waste problem 

grows at an average rate of eight per cent 

per year nat ionally, while landfill sites 

disappear . 

The energy required for extracting 

materials from municipal wastes , as in the 

proposed tri-town system , and the costs 

involved are considerably greater than 

simply reUSing the beverage containers in 

the first place . We need to change the 

public attitude toward throwing away pro­

ducts which are still useful if the diS­

posal problem is ever to be solved . 

And , that is why Suffolk County, 

which has led the way on so many important 

public issues , should adopt this local law . 

The greatest value of a local source re­

duction law is its potential for raising 
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publ i c consciousness . Aroused public 

sentiment will encourage t he State, and 

eventual ly the Federal Government, to 

adopt more encompassing laws which will 

benefit not only the consumer, but also 

the industries affected .

THE CHAIRMAN: Anybody have any 

quest ions for Mrs . Sielman? 

MR . GRANT: You alluded to Ore­

gon again and I went out to Oregon with 

a delegation . Unlike t he State of New;\ 

York , the western states have a sense of 

pride that doesn ' t exist here . 

That sense of pr i de exis ted far 

earlier than the ban on non-returnable 

bott l es . What precipi~ated the ban 

in t alking to people we visited parks 

and spoke t o the maintenance people and 

the i r concern and their interest in non­

returnable bottles was brought about by 

t hese flip top pieces of metal which they 

fel t they didn ' t have the equipment to 

pick them up and this i s what brought the 

law about in the State of Oregon .

I asked the 

propr i etor whether he found it a nuisance 

to have t o collect those cans and return 

t hem and his answer was in itially there 

had been considerable res i s tance - - he 

was a hotel owner -- from people like him 

but he felt the difference in the amount 

of littering , since Vermont is concerned 

with tourism , it was worth the effort, 

and I might add that my children then dis­

covered there was money back on the cans 

and t hey went into his wastebasket and 

left hi s place cleaner than when they went 

i n . -

MR . GRANT : Oregon bas very few 

mom and pop delicatessens and that does 

present a different problem that I am con­

cerned wi th . 

MRS . S IELMAN : One th ing that 

keeps com i ng back to my mind is that long 

ago shoes were manufactured in the United 

States . Nowadays whether people realize 

it or not , almost al l shoes are manufac­

t ured in Ital y and the entir e shoe industry 
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That was 

a nationwide problem but the national 

gove r nment di d make money available for 

retra i ning t he shoe manufacturers for 

other occupations . 

MR. GRANT : I t was very heavy i n 

t he New Bngland area . 

MRS . SIELMAN: I t h i nk t hat coul d 

be feasible . You are t he ,legisl at ors and 

I am not but if we could work out some way 

in which we can ass i s t t he mom and pop 

stores t he original conversion t hey need 

to handle t he returnables , t tat would be 

one respons i bility to consider . 

MR . GRANT: What I bave. r un into 

is t he fact t hat t her e are stores loca t ed 

in t he .

In the neighborhoods in this 

county I t hink it ' s pride in land and home 

ownersh ip . If the man reason in Oregon 

was the flip ~ top I wasn ' t aware of it . 

MR . GRANT : There a mail problem 

was the tops off these flip top cans 

caused children to be cut and the Park 

Deplrtment claimed they spent hours pick­

ing t hat up and filter tip Cigarettes . 

When we met t he man in the first office 

we went into his first concern was waste 

disposal and he alluded t o the same thing . 

THE CHAIRMAN : Mr . Heutchy . 

MR . HEUTCHY : My name is Alvin E. 

Heutchy . I am Vice- President , legal and 

general counsel of the F. & M. Schaefer 

Brewing Company , and also Vice-President , 

Secretary and General Counsel of the ~ . & 

M. Schaefer Corporation , t he parent 01 
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the Schaefer Brewing Company . 

Others may have testified or will 

testify as to the overall effects of re ­

strictive beverage container legislation 

s uch as is here proposed . As you know , 

the identical bill with a few additions 

was proposed by your Senator Bernard Smith 

at the last legislative session of the New 

York State Legislature . 

Probably I would merely be going 

over ground which has been or will be 

plowed if I were to discuss such overall 

effects . Consequently, I will attempt 

to confine my remarks largely to the ef­

fect of such legislation , if it were to 

eventuate, on the Schaefer Brewing Company . 

The Schaefer Brewing Company, 

founded in New York City in 1842, has been 

, based i n the city for one hundred thirty­

four years, and is today one of the lar­

gest companies doing business in New York 

City and New York State, employf1ng approxi­

mately three thousand men and women in New 

York State at the Brooklyn Brewery and at 

sales offices and distributing centers in 
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Queens , Suffolk , Westchester , Albany and 

Onodaga Counties , .with an annual payroll 

of about forty million dollars . 

As you may know, we have a distribu­

tion center on Route 110 in Melville , 

Suffolk County where we employ approxi­

mate ly one hundred fifteen persons with a 

payroll of over 1.5 million dollars a year . 

Schaefer , while extremely conscious 

of the solid waste disposal and litter 

problems of New York Counties , we , how­

ever, strongly oppose restrictive con­

tainer legislation, which mandate deposits 

on non-returnable beer and soft drink 

bottles and cans, and which would elimi­

nate these containers for beer and soft 

drinks in New York , and force brewers , 

bottlers , whiesalers , retailers , and t he 

consumer into an unwanted returnable bot-

tIe system . 

We are particularly opposed to the 

completely unworkable , patchwork system 
-

wh ich would evolve if some counties were 

to pass legislation such as this , sin~e it 

would make it completely impossible for 
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such compan iee as Scttefer to operate . 

However , the main reason for 

SChaefer ' s opposition is our Sincere be­

liet that this type of legl s lationmerely 

attacks a very small part of the prob-
• 

lem -- the t i.p of the i ceberg , so to 

speak -- without address i n.g myself to the 

l arger and more important problem of 

overall solid waste disposal , to the 

detriment of many industr ies a.nd t hous ­

ands of workers . 

chaefer ' s present and futur e 

prosperity is dependent on its sales 

in the New York metropolitan area , wbich 

includes buffolk County , and in New York 

State generally , where for t y- one per cent 

of our product i s marketed , of approxi­

mately two million barrels of packaged 

bee which we sell in New York Sta.te , 

ninety per cent is in non- re t urnable 

bottles and cans . 

As you may have beard or will hear 

from other brewers and soft drink bot­

tlers , 'this is entirely consistent with 

their experience , and refl ects t he cboiD 
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made by the consumer , whom we must serve 

at all times to stay in business . 

Most of the chaefer products sold 

in New York are produced at the Brooklyn 

Brewery , which has an annual capacity in 

excess of three million barr els . A 

barrel has thirty-one gallons s o you can 

figure out how much there is . The Brook­

lyn plant does not have the facilities 

.. ' or t he space to accept large volumes of 

returned conta iners, and additional space 

is not available . 

~e are conf ined in a small are a , 

bordered by the East River , the Navy Yard, 

the City ousing Projects , and other 

city properties and local residences , 

and the cost of converting our facilities 

or even part of t hem to returnable bot­

tles for our large New York State volume , 

even allowing for a t hree , four or five­

year period during which the conversion 

might take place , is prohibitive and com­

pletely beyond our means . 

The purchase and installation of 

new lines for handling returnable bottle 
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and construction cos t s f or warehousing 

facilities and other special handling 

and disposal equipment , the cost of a 

float of returnable bottles , the pur­

chase of land , and the building of new 

buildings if land were available , which 

it is not , are in the many millions of 

dollars , and are capital costs which 

Schaefer very simply cannot afford . 

To be specific , should New York 

State adopt a returnable system for beer 

and soft drinks , it would be necessary to 

devote all of our Brooklyn capacity to 

producing returnable bottles just for the 

New York market . 

The Brooklyn plant , under these con­

ditions , would yield only 2 . 4 million 

barrels annually instead of the present 

'capacity of 3. 4 million barrels of beer 

it produced last year where most of the 

production is in cans and one- way bottles . 

If Suffolk County were to adopt 

such legislation as is here proposed , we 

would not have sufficient capital to ob­

tain the additional machinery and all the 
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other items which would go into such a 

partial conversion and inevitably we would 

be compelled to close the Melville Dis­

tribut ion Center . 

The lower yield of our brewery be­

cause of t he returnable is caused by 

several factors , the most important one 

being the Significantly s lower line speed 

achieved on a returnable line of three 

hundred fifty units per minute as com­

pared to the non-returnable speed of nine 

hundred to one t ousand units per minute . 

Thus , shoUti all of our Brooklyn lines be 

converted to returnable bottle lines, we 

would require t he equipment , which is not 

inclusive of all t he equipment , which 

would come to $20 , 000 . 00 just for that 

equipment . 

The add it ional items we would re­

quire if we wer e able to acquire t he land , 

the buildings necessary to accomplish what 

would be required , would cost between 

eight and ten million dollars , plus the 

cost of the land but as we have said 

before, there is no land available . Thus , 
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you have a capital cost of over thirty 

million dollars . 

The 1974 report of the Schaefer 

Corporation was published in March , 

which is on file with the Securit ies and 

Exchange Commissbn , which is a publ i c 

record , and shows a net income afte r 

taxes of $675, 000 . 00 on gr oss sales of 

approximately three hundred ten mi llion 

dollars . 

Our net income for 1973 was also 

less than a milLion dollars on gross sales 

of approximately two hundred eighty-six 

million dollars . The first half of 1971 

indicates that we lost two million five 

hundred twenty thousand dollars , or $1 . 36 

per share . 

This is on gross sales of approxi -

mately one hundred forty- one million dol-

lars . The Schaefer Corporation has al-

ready borrowed to its utmost capacity , 

and there is no possible way i n which an 

additional debt may be incurr ed , in order 
( 

to accomplish what we have been asJ.z,e d to 

accomplish here . 
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I have listened to Mr. Goldstein, 

and others who have spoken here, and I 

would like t hem to tell me how we can do 

this sort of thing . 

Thus , a returnable system or a 

partial returnable system with substan-

t ially lower yield from each line in the 

package plant , and with the prohibitively 

costly capital investment and greatly in­

creased cost of handling within the plant 

and in the chain of distribution -- all 

would combine necessarily to force a sub­

stantially higher level of prices for beer 

to the consumer and make Schaefer con­

s iderably less competitive in the marke t 

place . 

I a prepared to submit the 1973 

and 1974 annual reports , and the first and 

second quarterly reports of 1975 of the 

F . & 1 ~ chaefer Corporation , as sub­

mitted to the ecurities and Exchange 

Commission and to shareholders , which 

will show you the state of our finances ., 

In addition to the capita invest- , 

ment required, other costs of operation 
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would be increased , with a returnable or 

partially returnable system . Water and 

sewage usage , and consequent increased 

charges and surcharges , would increase 

substantially in order to clean re t urned 

bottles . Diesel and gasoline fuel re ­

quirements would increase substantially 

under a returnable system, since our route 

trucks and trailers would carry fewer 

cases per load to the customer , thus re ­

quiring more trucks and truck trips . 

In addition to employment of so 

many persons , Schaefer has made and contin­

ues to make a significant contribution t o 

the economy of New York . We are a llrge 

taxpayer , our payments into the state and 

local treasur ies tot al ling approximately 

eight and a half million dollars per an­

nUffi . 

Schaefer procures much of its 

supplies and services from New York 

companies . In add it ion to its own sales 

offices and distributing cent ers , 

SChaefer distributes its products 

through sixty independent whol esalers 
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located in all sections of New Yors , 

and these businesses give employment to 

many New York State residents , who pay 

local and state taxes . 

I am sure you have heard or will 

hear from these wholesalers and their 

associations . And I· can assure you that 

they will give you the same story of the 

harmful effect restrictive container 

legislation would have on us as a brewer 

would also be incurred on their businesses . 

You may also have heard from repre ­

sentatives of retailers throughout the 

state , from container manufacturers , 

and from the leaders of unions representing 

workers in t he breweries , bottling plants , 

beer wholesalers , and container manufac-

t ur ing plants thro ughout New York . 

You will find that all are in 

agreement on the harmful effect of re­

strictive container legislation on em­

ployuwnt within the affected industries , 

and to their economic wel l - being and , in 

fact , to the very existence of many in­

dividual businesses . 
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You probably have heard testi­

mony from some of your witnesses who 

are in favor of such legislation, and 

who have indicated that to return to a 

returnable system at breweries and bot­

tlers in general and at Schaefer, in 

particular, would be beneficial to the 

company . 

These statements can only be made 

by theorists , and ~hose completely lack­

ing in knowledge of how a l- brewery and 

the industry operate . It is pure bunk . 

It has been said that energy 

would be saved by a returnable system . 

SChaefer does a substantial amount of 

backhauling with its non-returnable 

system, of items such as advertiSing 

materials , pallets , bottles , cans , et 

cetera . 

This woul d not be possible with 

a returnable system , which would re­

quire additional trucks in order to do 

the backhauling we are presently doing , 

thereby requiring additional energy. 

It should be noted that in order to make 
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a r e turnabl e system workable , the route 

t r ucks -- of which we r un a very sub­

stantial number in metropolitan New York 

i ncluding Suffolk County - - would have 

to go out par tially empty i n order to 

accommodate the returnables to be picked 

up at each stop . 

Th is , I am sure you realize , is a 

very uneconomical way of doing bus iness , 

and under no c ircumstances would we be 

able to afford t o do this . TIlis would 

mean that we would have t o send out ad­

ditional trucks to pick up empties , witb 

a consequently superflous expenditure of 

energy and resulting in a very uneconom­

ical use of equipment and manpower . 

In addition to that , we present l y 

ar e able to use pallets of canned beer 

wi th one hundred cases per pallet which 

we del iver . The equivalent in return­

ablebott les i s f orty- three cases per 

pal le t, occupying as much or more spa.ce 

as the one hundred cases of non- retur n­

abl es . 

'rhus , we woul d require one hundred 
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more route trucks , at an additional ex­

penditure of one million dollars per year , 

ten tractors costing one hundr ed ' twenty­

five t hov.oand dollars addit i onal per 

year , and thirty trailers cost ing an ad­

ditional one hundred twenty t housand 

dollars per year , just for rental and 

other costs . 

While in theory , this would employ 

more people , you must realize that these 

people are employed at very high wages , 

which Schaefer could not , under any cir­

cumstances , afford , and consequently , the 

Brooklyn rewery as well as the Suffolk 

Distr ibut i on Center would be defunct , and 

we would go out of business here . 

One very serious problem the New 

York Legislature overlooked at its l ast 

session , and which this County Legisla­

ture I bel ieve is overlooking , . has t o do 

with the availability of bottles . If 

the bill proposed here were t o be enacted , 

where does t his co mit tee i n its wisdom 

t hink brewers and bottlers are going to 

get this type of bottles t hey are requiring 
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to be certified and used? On a nation-

wide basis , assuming initially a one-for­

one replacement is necessary , if the glass 

industry devoted its entire output to re ­

turnables -- that is maki ng no other 

bottles , and I am speaking of ketchup , 

baby food , or whatever you care for --

it would take 2 . 6 years to make such 

bottles available . If the glass in-

dustry- devoted only that portion of its 

productive capability currently devoted 
! 

to one-way beer and soft dr i nk contain­

ers , it would take 9. 5 years . 

This would not necessarily be the 

case , though , since some of the return­

ables would be returned -- but would be 

the case i f none were returned . Our 

experience is that a returnable bottle 

has a trippage experience of no more 

t han three to four trips per bottle . 

Thus , on this basis , it could be esti­

mated tha t f ive to six years would be 

necessary t o fill the present bottle 

requirements . This , of course , would 

cause massive layoffs in our industries, 
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and would probably put some companies 

out of business completely . 

As you can see , this type of 

legislation would provide for the great ­

est possible inefficiencies in manufac­

turing and distribution of our product , 

and would require addit ional exorbitant 

equipment and labor costs , and , as I have 

indicated previously , there is no way 

possible that chaefer , with its pre­

sent capital structure , could finance 

t his type of an operation and stay in 

bus mess here . 

May I suggest that a look at any 

kind of supermarket or grocery store 

will show thousands of items in non­

returnable glass and non-returnable 

cans , as well as in plastic and paper . 

All th is type of legislat ion does is 

single out a very smal l portion of cans 

and bottles from the total solid waste 

stream and l itter , and make an example 

of it and this , in the best sense of 

American tradition , is highly discrimina­

tory . 
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Schaefer strongly supports the 

proven principle of solD waste resource re­

covery , where usable materials are removed 

from the collected refuse and used to 

produce energy , with the remaining ma­

terials sophisticatedly separated and sold 

to steel companies , aluminum companies , 

and glass factories for recycling and re­

use of such items . 

In our opinion , all that t he restric­

tive container legislative proposals do i s 

attack a very small segment of the litter 

and solid waste disposal problem, when we 

should be addressing ourse lves to the prob­

lem which is going to confront us all in a 

very short time " and that is disposal of all 

sol id waste . 

Schaefer is a member of the New York 

, Industry-Labor committee for resource r e­

covery , from whom I am sure you will also 

be hearing , and strongly supports and par­

ticipates in its efforts toward solid waste 

disposal and an overall resource recovery 

system .. 

Schaefer also strongly supports t he 
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type of l egi s lation wh ich woul d mandate 

teaching programs concern i ng littering 

in our New YoIkpublic schools , starting 

with kindergarten . I don ' t know whether 

t he Suffolk County school s have s uch a 

course , but I hope t hey will . Bottles 

and cans don ' t litter -- people do . And , 

if we start with the very young to edu­

cate t hem to t he evils of littering , I am 

sure t hey will gow up with a new sense of 

responsibility against the evils of lit­

tering . I would hope this l egis lature 

to the exf~\at it can do so will al s o 

address itself to t his probl em. 

Thank you very much for your kind 

attention .• I have also put a copy of our 

two annual reports so that t he figures 

which I am quoting here in our annual 

statements .• 

THE CHAIRt4AN : I want to ask you 

a few quEEtions . I under s tand your Brook-

lyn operation comprises t he brewery and 

bottling plants? 

MR . IE UTCHY; Yes , under t he 

Federal Alcohol Beverage Control laws , 
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you have to br ew and bottle at the same 

place . 

rrHE CHAIRMAN : If such a bill 

as proposed were adopted in Suffolk 

County , could chaefer continue to 

operate the way they are operating now? 

fR . HEUTCHY: ~e would p-obably 

move our Melville plant out of Suffolk 

County because if this bi ll here passes 

and unless we were going to change over 

to returnable bottles in Brooklyn, I 

doubt we would service Suffolk County 

except if we did from our Pennsylvania 

plant . 

TIlE Ch AIRMAN : Suppose Suffolk 

County has a beverage control law and 

you proceed the same way and the law 

would require a stamp on it, would it 

, be an addit ional imposition of having 

t o put a uffolk County stamp on it? 

In other words, you would expand the 

plant in Suffolk County? 

MR . HEUTCHY : We wouldn t t expand 

it , no. What we would probably do would be to 

l ose the market considerably and confine 
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our eff orts . t o othe r places where we 

don ' t have t his restrict ive container 

legislation . You told me -about putting 

on the deposit stamp and t hat type of 

thing . This would cost me t housands 

of dollars to do . This costs t housands 

of dol l ars to do for us . 

THE CHAIRMAN : But you wo uld 

characterize that as a ma jor econoluic 

impact:fOr Scbaeffer? 

MR . HEUTCHY: Yes , we would 

consider t hat a very substantial impact 

and with a patchwork system throughout t he 

state Schaeffer would have to give up 

because nobody would do it for us . 

THE CHAIRMAN : My pOint is if 

Schaeffer was faced with container legis­

lation you would prefer to have it on a 

statewide basis?' I under s tand you are 

against any beverage regulation . 

MR . HEUTCHY: I don~ believe 

any brewery can do anyth i ng on a patch­

work basis . Your national breweries are 

better able to survive ,- but even if it 

isn 't on a statewide basis we 'll abandon 
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the Brooklyn brewery and leave here . 

THE CHAIRMAN : How man, jobs, ,are 

you talking about? 
\ 

MR . HE UTCHY : You tre talking about 

twenty-one hundred jobs . We have a ver y 

substantial number , about two hundred 

workers here , I believe , in Suffolk County . 

I believe between Nassau and Suffolk we 

have between seven and e i ght hundred of 

our employees living in those two counties . 

THE C AIRMAN : And it is your 

stateme'nt t hat t he enactment of such a 

l aw inuffolk County would jeopardize 

the twenty-one hundred jobs in Brooklyn , 

certainly the two hundred in Nassau or 

Suffolk? 

MR . HE UTCHY : 

THE C AIRMAN: 

I would th i nk so . 

At the last hearing 

there was a Mr . John O'Connor who spoke for 

chaeffer Brewing Company . 

MR . HEUTCHY : He ' s no longer wit h 

us . e was an aSSistant counsel who 

spoke at that meeting . 

CHAIRMAN : I hope this pro-

posal didn ' t have anyth i ng to do with his 
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demise. 

MR . HEUTCHY : I 'm not quite 
sure . 

THE CHAIRMAN : Mr . O'Connor is 

not employed by you any more but in his 

remarks he did indicate willingness t o 

work with the United States Brewers 

Association and the county on the economic 
l 

impact area . as your company prepared 

any kind of data on the economic impact 

on Suffolk County or the metropolitan 

region? 

MR . HEU1X:HY : The metropolitan 

region we have . Taking Suffolk County 

I will renew Mr . O'Connor's pledge to work 

with the United States Brewers Association 

and any county legislators who want to 

work on the impact of the brewing industry 

, and any information we have , I don't know . 

We had parpicdpated in the current studies 

and I didn ' t find anyth ing in it about the 

Schaeffer Brewery . 

THE CHAIRMAN : You mean t he State 

Task Force? 

MR . HEUTCHY : I think we are 
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mentioned in it but I find at this time 

it i s difficult to find where the infor­

mation came from . 

THE CHAIRMAN : Do you have a copy 

of t hat Task Force report? 

MR . HEUTCHY : I have a copy of 

it . 

TliE CHAIR.tAN : I th ink t hat ' s 

i mportant . If the report is inaccurate 

i nformation , it ' s costing us all money and 

i t should be accurate . 

MR . ~ UTCHY : I don ' t say t hey 

didn ' t , but I haven ' t seen it , and if I 

had it in my possession I would have seen 

it .

in Vermont? 

Do you do business 

~m . EUTCHY : Yes , we are doing

MR . GRANT : You did have non­

returnable bottles prior to the last 

session?

It ' s a franchise state . We have dis -

tributors who come to New York and pick 

up t he ir beer and go back to Vermont . 

TAE CHAI RMAN : You say in Vermont 

most of your sales are i n returnables? 

MR . HEUTC Y: orne of our sales 

are i n bottles . There are no cans and 

t hey have an additional top , I believe . 

TilE CHAIRMAN : ¥here are your 

r eturnables bottled , in your Brooklyn 

plant? 

MR . HEUTCHY : In t he Brooklyn 

plant it isn ' t on t he container . Some 

mi ght be produced in Baltimore or Leigh 

Valley . 

MR . BAISE LY : Did yo'u expand 
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have a certain ounce ret urnable bottle 

now? 

MR . HE UTCHY : We have only 

twelve ounce returnables .

TIIE CHAIRMAN : You didn ' t expand 

it to any other bottles? 

MR . iEUTCHY: No . 

THE CHAIRMAN : Can you give me 

some information on any of your competi-

tors? Do you know of any large 

brewers who will construct breweries 

around t he yracuse area? 

MR . HEUTCHY : Yes , Schlitz and 

Miller ' s . These are modern breweries . 

It ' s almost as modern as our Leigh Valley 

and because of returnable bottles , that 

was one of our decisions to go down t here . 

THE CHAIRMAN : That' s int er-

esting ,\ l ow old is your plant in Penn­

sylvania? 

MIL. HEU1'CHY : We began to brew 

beer there i n 1972 . 

TIlE CHAIRMAN : And Mi l ler ' s and 

Schlitz are constructing a moder n type 
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operation at Syracuse? 

MR . HEUTCHY: Yes , I believe 

Fulton is one and I don ' t know what the 

other communi t y i s . 

THE CHAIRMAN : I understood t here 

were spl1le breweries coming into t he state? 

MR . rEUTC Y: Yes .

NOTO : If t his legislation 

forces t he older type breweries out of 

business , won ' t we be contributing to t he 

larger layoff because t he newer breweries 

are almost one hundred per cent automatic 

and we would be fight i ng the unions and 

causing sOlne of the l abor to be laid off?

MR . NOlO : I understand t hese 

breweries would put s ome of the people 

out of work i n Brooklyn and not create 

business in t he othe r area? 

HEUTCBY : Yes , because i n 

your old breweries which are vertical 

breweries , we have sixteen acres in Brook­

lyn; we have one hundred sixty acres in 

I£igh Valley because those are horizontal 
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breweries. You can run a new brewery 

wit h three or four hundred employees , 

whereas you have twenty- three hundred 

or twenty-four hundred employees in the 

old type breweries . 

THE CHAIRMAN : You are lobbying 

for t ile employees? 

MR . 1 UTC iY: I am lobbying for 

t e e 'iiployees because there are a lot 

of old people working there. 

TEE C AIRMAN : One more ques-

tion : ' c~tz and Miller have moved into 

New York from out of tlis state; is that 

correct? 

MR . HEUTCHY : Yes . they have 

moved into the state _ 5chlitz had a 

plant i n Brooklyn until about three years 

ago at which time it was closed because 

of its uneconolllic operation and the ir 

workers were absorbed to some extent 

by the rest of the breweries but they're 

coming in new upstate in the Syracuse 

area. 

THE CHAIRMAN : Would it be your 

opinion t hat most of t he worKing people 
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employed at s uch a br ewery would be re­

cruit ed and trained from t he general l o­

ca l populat i on or would they move t hem 

from Mil waukee? 

MR . hEUTC Y: I would hesitate 

t o say . Generally . at least , the way we 

do it , we h ire most of our people from t he 

loca l population bringing i n only t he 

brewers or managers from outside . 

THE CHAIR IAN : Isn ' t i t a corporate 

postulate , When you go from t he vertical 

to the horizontal the motivat ion is to 

i ncrease efficiency , stay up with costs , 

and to keep your stockholders happy , if 

you can?

Eighty-three per cent of you were i n 

favor of it . In 1973 Assemblyman L. S . 

Reifer asked his constituents if t here 

should be a disposition of cans and bot -

~les . ' ixty- four per cent responded yes . 

In 4963 the League of Women Voters 

polled people i n the State of New Yor k 

and 2, 331 voted yes . In 1968 t he 

citizens of Auburn , New York wer e asked , 

and sixty-eight per cent were "in favor . 

In 1973 t he residents of Cayuoga County 

were polled and sixty~seven per cent wer e 

in favor . 
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In 1973 Regis 0 'Neill polled his 

constituents and eighty- six per cent voted 

for an outright ban on all beverage con­

tainers . In 1974 Hy Muller polled his 

constituents and sixty-nine per cent in 

favor of banning non-disposible containers . 

Martin Feldman polled his constituents 

and asked t hem should the state require 

a deposit on all containers and they said 

yes . Unfortunately I don ' t have ;he 

prepared text. I thought in 1 ight of 

some of the facts . that ' s what I have to 

say . I am a constituent of Mr . Caputo . 

There seems to be a question of gul ls 

ingesting tops of cans. They do eat 

the tops of cans and I have seen birds 

wretching and bleeding as a result of that . 

~m . GRANT : My belief is that 

polls are generally as good as the people 

who took them . 

MR ~ BRO\iN : I didn ' t conduct the 

poll . I'm reading the results of polls 

that were made . 

MR . GRAN:.I't I know the one that 

Regis O'Neill took . He just asked are you 
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in favor of net urnable bottles? To me 

t hat doesn ' t indicate a true picture . 

MR . , BROWN : What I am trying to do 

i s present SOl11e of the data . 

MR . GRANT : I wonder if you have 

t he questions that were asked . 

MR . BROWN : Yes , I do . 

MR . GRANT : I would like a copy 

of that . We had a feeling t hat people 

were against off shore drilling and I t hink 

when we experienced our shortage of gas 

that feeling has changed t o r eflect get 

tlOS drills out there , we want the gas 

now , so a poll doesn ' t mean anything .

MR . GRANT : We we re i nterested in 

this information . 

TliE CHAIRMAN ! There are people 

who gave that information . 

Mr .. Milton W. Segal . 

MR . SEGAL: I am Mil~on w. Segal . 
1 am Vice-Pres i dent of First National , 
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vice - president in charge of governmental 

affa i rs . 

We operate seventy stor es i n the 

State of New York , about ten or t welve in 

Suffolk County . I do have an analys is · 

of t he Oregon and Vermont reports . I 

.have some data , if you wish , on t he Ore ­

gon and Vermont las . First , the i ssue , 

t he economic , and the he[th and t he is­

s ues of the supermarkets . I 'm sure you 

realize the small bottlers will be put 

out of business , by t his bill . It i s 

t he changing of t he equipment , the plant 

and equipment . 

The small bottlers will be out 

of business . They do not have the money 

to put in for this new plant and equipment , 

new bottles and the printing costs . This 

has happened to us already as pr ivate 

label manufacturers . We are going out 

of business . We would go out of busines s 

if it went in effect in uffolk County . 

The second thing that happened to 

us , we have limited t he variety of pro-

ducts . When privat e label does disappear 
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the private label is a positive factor 

in reducing prices . It is cheaper the 

same to you and the consumer does lose 

some value . We have already lost our Ver -

mont market . One of the reasons when 

we delivered beverages to Vermont it be­

comes economic to go to Vermont due to ' our 

back haul . 

It produces higher prices . I hate 

to bring up Oregon . It is negligible 

in the amount of soft dr inks they consume . 

The Oregon manufacturers , the big manufac­

turers , had to go in and spend 8 . 5 million 

dollars in capital expenditures plus the 

fact that the single thing that happened 

with the loss of the fringe competitor 

can reduce the internal competition in the 

market pl ace . 

There is a loss in uncollected 

deposits which the conS~ler has to bear . 

You heard about New York City that they 

put on the market sixteen-ounce return­

ables, one where later eleven million dis-

appeared . From a retailer ' s viewpoint ,. 

from the pOint of view of stora~ j we have 
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strage problems ~ In Oregon dead cover; 

in this particular market place we would 

probably have to go up to twenty-five 

hundred square feet of storage space to 

handle our returns . A survey four years 

ago of supermarkets made on the west coast 

ill California , it showed up four cents ,a 

bottle . This is just for storage and 

carrying everybody bottles back and de­

posits paid back on non- returnables. 

On the quest ion of health , we have 

been investing anywhere from twenty-five 

to seventy- five thousand dollars i n i m­

proving our sa itation facilities . I 

have handled bottles . You can come and 

see it for yourself , you_can tt understand 

the filt h , the vermi n , the rodents that 

come back i n bottles . How can you stand 

up to a customer and say you're a slob? 

We have found t he same vermin traced back 

to our bakery manufacturing . This is what 

happens when we i ntroduce the filth back 

into the s t ore. Cans and bottles con­

stitute about twenty per cent of our lit­

ter problem ., 
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In Oregon the study showed tha t 

bottles actually reduced the li tter , 

of ' bottles , but the t otal litter problem 

increased . There is definitely some-

thing wrong . How do you stop non-re­

turnables from entering uffolk from 

assau Count y . I ' m smiling because t here ' s 

a big war on between Massaellussets and 

ew lampsh ire . 

They' re open on bundays ; they have 

state liquor stores , 1be Massachusse ts 

stores are closed 0 1 Sunday . There t s 

an actual fight going on . Very in-

terestingly during one year i n Vermont , 

t 1e one year of oper ation of t he law , 

the State of New Hampsh ire picked up 

387 , 0 .
